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A new liaison statement has been received from SG 11.
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During the last study period ITU-T achieved important results concerning the ITU Conformance and Interoperability (C&I) Programme (e.g. started studying test specifications, organized interop events and activities such as IPTV, HATS and others).
In this study period the Resolution 76 of WTSA-12 resolves that “ITU-T Study Group 11 coordinates the Sector’s activities related to the ITU C&I programme across all study groups and reviews the ITU-T Recommendations in the C&I Business Plan for the long term implementation of the C&I programme”.

The C&I action plan agreed by the Council-12 C12/48 includes:

· “ITU-T to run a pilot of the conformity assessment programme for key technologies for which there is a market demand for such a programme”;

· “ITU-T study groups to identify further technologies for which there is a market demand for a conformity assessment programme and to identify whether test specifications are available and if not, to explore the provision of test specifications”.

Following the WTSA-12 and Council-12 decisions, SG11 would like to inform all ITU-T SGs that SG11, as a lead group on testing, established the Action plan for implementation of C&I Programme which will help to achieve the goals of WTSA-12 Resolution 76. The Action plan is found as output of SG11 meeting (25 February – 1 March) [see TD 70 (GEN/11)].

The scope of the SG11 Action plan is to assist ITU-T SGs in their work concerning the development of ITU C&I Programme within their responsibilities and is aimed at helping developing countries in the implementation of their C&I plans in the regions.
As WTSA-12 Res 76 resolves, inter alia:

that ITU-T SGs ‘develop the necessary conformance testing Recommendations for telecommunication equipment as soon as possible’ 
5
Conformance and interoperability testing requirements shall provide for verification of the parameters defined in the current and future ITU-T Recommendations as determined by the study groups developing the Recommendations, and for interoperability testing to ensure interoperability taking into account user need and in consideration of the market demand, as appropriate. 

SG11 requests all ITU-T SGs to improve their activity on developing testing requirements (i.e., CIT clauses) to existing and planned Recommendations by one of the two ways: TTCN-3 approach or by methodologies and frameworks decided by SGs [clause 2.4 of TD 70 (GEN/11)].
In this regard, ITU-T SGs are invited to:

· Contribute to a living list of key technologies suitable for Conformity and Interoperability testing (Annex A of Action plan SG11). The living list of technologies studied in SG11 and suitable for conformity and interoperability is published as output document of SG11 [see TD 48 (GEN/11)];
· contribute to a living list of possible pilot projects of conformity assessment against ITU Recs (Annex C of Action plan SG11).
The information provided in the living lists will be made available in the ITU C&I Portal as well as the SG11 C&I Action Plan for the benefit of the membership and of developing countries.
SG11 kindly asks all SGs to update their lists at each SGs/WPs and/or Rapporteur’s meetings.
SG11 invites and encourages the participation of interested parties in JCA-CIT meetings for improving the coordination and work plan of SG11 for the implementation of the C&I Programme within the ITU-T Study Groups.
