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WP4/11 is collocated with JCA-CIT meeting and is scheduled for 14-20 November 2013. During the WP4/11 meeting some contributions that are related to JCA-CIT objectives will be discussed, including:
· Proposal to establish a new work item Q.test_app "ITU-T's general approaches of testing of ICT products" (C98)

· Proposal to establish an ITU recognition procedure of testing laboratories with competence in ITU-T Recommendations (C97)

The first Contribution contains a draft ITU-T Recommendation which will work on a general overview on the types of testing which are currently applied in ITU-T and a common terminology on conformance and interoperability, which should be used in ITU-T SGs. It supports one of JCA-CIT objectives – “Promote the use of a common terminology and methodology for testing among ITU-T study groups and other ITU Sectors”.
The second Contribution deals with ITU’s recognition procedure of testing laboratories (TLs) which can perform conformity tests against ITU-T Recommendations. ITU’s recognition procedure would lead to the new entries of the ITU ICT product conformity database. This is related to the current JCA‑CIT ToR on: “develop a common understanding of Conformance testing versus Interoperability testing among the study groups”.
Taking into consideration that JCA-CIT is represented by official liaison officers from all ITU-T SGs,  as Chairman of WP4/11, I would like to point these new topics to the attention of JCA‑CIT, encourage discussion among JCA-CIT participants and through you your SGs, and would appreciate your comments and feedback. Also, you are invited to inform your SGs and invite relevant parties to join future WP4/11 discussion related to these issues.
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
