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1. Opening from JCA-CIT Chairman
The second meeting of the ITU-T Joint Coordination Activity on Conformity and Interoperability Testing (JCA-CIT) took place in Geneva on 19 November 2013 back-to-back with Working Party 4, Study Group 11.

The meeting was attended by 18 participants. Six participants were connected remotely via teleconference and Adobe Connect to share documents. The full list of participants is available on the web and is represented in Annex 4.
The meeting started at 14:30 and was chaired by Mr Martin Brand, Chairman of JCA-CIT (AT1, Austria).

As JCA-CIT to assist SG11 to implement the ITU C&I Programme, Chairman gave a brief presentation of latest achievements and new C&I topics which are under study in WP4/11. Chairman emphasized that contributions as well as participation of ITU-T SGs liaison officers and other interested parties at the next JCA-CIT meetings will be highly appreciated.
Finally, he noted that next JCA-CIT is scheduled on 10 April 2014 and will meet electronically. JCA-CIT will report to SG11 on the results of all discussions.

3.4.3 Incoming LS about conformance testing pilot project against ITU-T Recommendations M.3170 series (JCA-CIT-I-020)
This document was sent from SG2 for information. The LS includes the updates to the living list of key technologies which are suitable for testing and a proposal to start the Pilot Project on conformance testing against Recommendations ITU-T M.3170 series.
As the one of JCA-CIT objectives is to assist SG11 to implement the C&I Programme, JCA-CIT encourages SG11 to consider establishing such Pilot Project. JCA-CIT asked the focal point of this Pilot Project, in case if the Pilot Project is established, to inform participants about results and progress at the next JCA-CIT meetings.
Also, JCA-CIT suggests SG11 to update the list of Pilot Projects accordingly.

3.5 Incoming LSs from SG16
3.5.1 Incoming LS with updates to the Reference table (JCA-CIT-I-024).

The liaison statement includes the updates to the reference table of ITU-T Recommendations to be tested for conformity/interoperability. JCA-CIT highly appreciated SG16 for their input and JCA-CIT encourages SG11 to consider adding this information to the relevant reference table.
3.5.2 Incoming LS with the reply to update the list of liaison officers (JCA-CIT-I-025)
SG16 confirmed that the list of liaison officers from SG16 in JCA-CIT is still valid.
4. List of official liaison officers of ITU-T SGs
Chairman JCA-CIT presented the revised version of the list of official officers of ITU-T SGs (JCA-CIT-I-021), which are based on proposals from SG2, SG15, SG17 and SG16.
Chairman kindly asked other SGs to provide updates at their earliest convenience.

5. Discussion results according to JCA-CIT ToR
Chairman presented the modified ToR which was sent to JCA-CIT by TSAG. It was noted that the web page of JCA-CIT to be updated accordingly. The final version of ToR is available in JCA-CIT-I-012.
5.1 Involving interesting parties, living lists of technologies to be tested, pilot projects

As JCA-CIT objectives are to assist SG11 on the implementation of C&I Programme, Chairman invited all participants to make their input to the living list of key technologies and the reference table of ITU-T Recommendations are suitable for C&I Testing. Both are available on the C&I Portal.
The Chairman emphasized the importance of Pilot projects on conformance testing against ITU-T Recommendations. The positive discussion which was at the WP4/11 meeting and information which was provided by SG2 (JCA-CIT-I-020) shows the growing interest in the C&I issues.
Moreover, the test specifications development is affecting more and more ITU-T SGs. As a fact, SG16 produced the test specifications for IPTV technologies, SG2 is developing test specifications for M.3170 and etc.

The Chairman emphasized that the synergy of the test specifications and pilot projects would improve the quality of ITU-T Recommendations as the testing results might be used for validation of ITU-T Recommendations.
Chairman highly appreciated all ITU-T SGs for their activities in C&I and invited liaison officers to inform participants about C&I issues which are under study in SGs.
The Chairman also asked other interested parties to collaborate more active and to contribute inputs to the next JCA-CIT meetings.
5.2 Developing common understanding of Conformance testing versus Interoperability testing among study groups
One of the JCA-CIT objectives is related to “develop a common understanding of Conformance testing versus Interoperability testing among the study groups”. The Chairman mentioned the Russian Contribution on ITU’s recognition procedure of testing laboratories (TLs) which submitted to the collocated WP4/11 meeting (JCA-CIT-I-022).
It was noted that WP4/11 could establish a correspondence group to discuss the above proposal. JCA-CIT is looking forward to participating in this discussion.
5.3 Promoting the use of a common terminology and methodology for testing among ITU-T study group and other ITU sector.
One of the JCA-CIT objectives is related to “Promote the use of a common terminology and methodology for testing among ITU-T study groups and other ITU Sectors”. The Chairman drew the attention of the participants on the new work item which deals with a general overview on the types of testing which are currently applied in ITU-T and a common terminology on conformance and interoperability, which should be used in ITU-T SGs (JCA-CIT-I-022). This work item intends to revise the Recommendation ITU-T Q.3900.
The Chairman kindly asked the editor of this work item to provide information on progress at the next JCA-CIT meeting.

Terms of Reference

Joint Coordination Activity on Conformance and Interoperability Testing (JCA-CIT)

1.
Scope

The Terms of Reference of JCA-CIT are consistent with clause 2.2 of Recommendation ITU-T A.1. The scope of JCA-CIT is to coordinate activities among the ITU-T study groups for the implementation of Resolution 76 (WTSA-12) on Conformance and Interoperability.

2.
Objectives

1. JCA-CIT activity aims to facilitate the coordination among the ITU-T study groups, regarding the implementation of the C&I Programme, according to the mandate set out by Resolution 76 (WTSA-12), taking into account the ITU-T SG11 action plan.

2. JCA-CIT should encourage the participation of interested parties in the ITU C&I Programme and in the population of its databases. Representatives from other relevant standards development organizations, regional/national organizations, consortia and forums may be invited to join the JCA-CIT, as appropriate.
3. JCA-CIT assists ITU-T SG11 in the creation and maintenance of a relevant living list of the technologies identified by the relevant study groups as suitable for conformance testing and interoperability testing.

4. JCA-CIT assists ITU-T SG11 in its coordination activities for running a pilot project of the conformance assessment for ITU-T Recommendations on key technologies identified by the relevant study groups.

5. Develop a common understanding of Conformance testing versus Interoperability testing among the study groups.

6. Promote the use of a common terminology and methodology for testing among ITU-T study groups and other ITU Sectors.
