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SG 12 would like to inform you that we have revised Recommendation ITU-T P.381 during our meeting which started from 3-12 December, 2013. The title for the revised Recommendation is: “Technical requirements and test methods for the universal wired headset or headphone interface of digital mobile terminals”. 
This Recommendation specifies electrical requirements and test methods for the universal analogue headset/headphone interface used in digital mobile terminals. This Recommendation is applicable to digital mobile terminals with a physical analogue audio output/input interface.
We are informed that WP4/SG11 started one Pilot project related to C&I Programme and were considering an additional pilot project:
· Pilot project on network management interface related Recommendations ITU-T M.3170 series in collaboration with SG2.
· Possible Pilot project on G.hn conformance testing in collaboration with SG15;
