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During the meeting of Study Group 12 Contribution C-127 (Inputs for G.VoLTE (Huawei Technologies Co. Ltd., France Télécom Orange)) was presented and discussed in details. It constitutes a list of areas in which contribution are needed. The editor for this document, Mr. Sébastien Jobert, recently left Orange, and Mr. Vincent Barriac is taking over on behalf of Orange the commitment as editor of G.VoLTE.

It was agreed that all areas presented in the contribution need to find consideration in the new Recommendation:

· Budgeting aspects
· Hypothetical Reference Models
· Scenarios
· Type of QoS mechanisms
· Focus on the mobile terminal
· Focus on LTE radio aspects
· Testing
The Editor promised to prepare an initial draft containing the structure of the new Recommendation for the next meeting.

It was pointed out that there is input material from ETSI TC INT to be expected shortly. The Rapporteur will take care of this process on the ETSI side.

There was agreement that G.VoLTE should be considered as a candidate for C&I.

We will keep you informed of the progress of our work on G.VoLTE.
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
