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This liaison answers SG11 - LS 44R1,
ITU-T Study Group 9 would like to thank Study Group 11 for their liaison statement on the Council 2013 C&I Action Items [ref: COM11-LS44r1].
We reviewed the living list of key technologies which are suitable for conformance and/or interoperability testing and the reference table of ITU-T Recommendations to be tested for conformity/interoperability. We identified that all the information we proposed in our previous liaison statement on this topic was completely reflected in these documents, and we appreciate your effort to incorporate our proposals.
However, there seems to be some misunderstanding on the relevant SDOs for SG9 Recommendations. In our previous liaison statement, we provided “CableLabs” and “Japan Cable Laboratories” as relevant SDOs, but only “Japan Cable Laboratories” was reflected in your document. Thus, SG9 would like to request SG11 to include these two entities separately as SDOs involved in this activity.
In addition, we would like to provide a Chinese organization “National Technical Committee 239 on Radio, Film and Television of Standardization Administration of China” related to CIT matters. We would appreciate if you also incorporate this organization.
We look forward to cooperation with SG11 in all relevant works, and will continue to keep SG11 updated.
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
