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Abstract: This liaison invites ITU-T SG11 and ITU-T JCA-CIT to consider ITU-D Study Group 2 input document 2/40 received from Brazil proposing the creation “Universal catalogue of stakeholders involved in conformity assessment system” inside ITU.  
ITU-D Study Group 2 Question 4/2, during its Rapporteurs Group meeting held in Geneva, 23 September 2014, discussed input document 2/40 from Brazil.

Document 2/40 presents the foundations for defining procedures for creating and maintaining a universal catalogue of stakeholders involved in the conformity assessment systems.  

The Rapporteur Group discussed the document and found the subject important and noted that the matter is pertinent to the implementation of Pillar 1 of ITU C&I programme that is under the responsibility of TSB. The Rapporteurs Group meeting agreed therefore to submit document TDAG 2/40 to the attention of ITU-T SG11 and JCA-CIT. 

The Rapporteur Group is therefore kindly inviting ITU-T SG 11 and ITU-T JCA-CIT to consider the implementation of the proposal contained in document 2/40 and inform ITU-D Question 4/2 about their opinions and decisions.
The work plan and expected outputs of Question 4/2 are contained in Document 2/REP/4, the Report of the Rapporteurs Group meeting held in Geneva on 23 September 2014.
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
