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During the ITU-T JCA-CIT meeting (26 November 2014) there was a presentation on conformity assessment of ICT equipment based on SIP-IMS profile against ITU-T Recommendations (JCA-CIT-I-061).
This presentation gives an overview of planned activity of ITU-T SG11 on SIP-IMS conformity assessment. For the time being ITU-T SG11 WP4/11 is developing testing specifications for SIP profiles. Some of them are already in force (ITU-T Recs. Q.3946.1, 3946.2, 3946.3 etc.).
Nowadays, most telecom fixed and mobile operators have already implemented the IMS platform, connecting their customer’s TE through SIP-IMS protocol. Different implementation of SIP-IMS profile will require operators to adapt terminal equipment (TE) to the installed IMS platforms. As a result, operator should spend an additional budget for this kind of adaptation.
JCA-CIT would like to inform IMTC that ITU-T SG11 intends to establish the unified requirements and test specifications for SIP-IMS profile which can be used on the fixed and mobile networks. ITU-T SG11 aims to implement the following action points:
· Endorse the relevant-3GPP standards as ITU-T Recommendations;
· Develop the requirements to SIP-IMS profile for different supplementary services;
· Develop the missing testing specifications of SIP-IMS profile for user and network side;
· Develop the testing specifications for the SIP-IMS based Integrated Access Devices.
For your information, the ITU-T SG11 question in charge of this activity is Q11/11. The next meeting of SG11 will take place in Geneva, 22-29 April 2015.
