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1. Opening from JCA-CIT Chairman
The fifth meeting of the ITU-T Joint Coordination Activity on Conformity and Interoperability Testing (JCA-CIT) took place in ITU Headquarters in Geneva on 26 November 2014.

The meeting was attended by 14 participants. The list of attended participants is represented in Annex 3. The full list of registered participants is available on the web.
The meeting started at 11:00 and was chaired by Mr Martin Brand, Chairman of JCA-CIT (AT1, Austria).
2. Approval of the agenda

[JCA-CIT action] JCA-CIT recognized that the Brazilian contribution is related to the ongoing work item on TL recognition procedure which ITU-T SG11 has just started. The relevant LS will be forwarded to ITU-D SG2, inviting interested parties to join the relevant SG11 activity. The next meeting of ITU-T SG11 is scheduled for 22-29 April 2015.
· LS/i on Q4/2 work items for the 2014-2018 study period [from ITU-D SG2] (for action) JCA-CIT-I-060;
[JCA-CIT action] There are no additional comments to this document so far. As this document is addressed to JCA-CIT and SG11, Chairman invited participants to contribute their inputs if needed to the next SG11 meeting (22-29 April 2015).
4. List of official liaison officers

Chairman JCA-CIT presented the revised version of the list of official officers of ITU-T SGs which is based on the information provided by ITU-T SGs. The revised list is available in the JCA-CIT-I-065.

5. Discussion points according to JCA-CIT ToR (JCA-CIT-I-012)
According to JCA-CIT ToR participants discussed several items which were related to C&I activities:
1. Mr Denis Andreev (TSB) delivered a presentation on a brief overview of the latest outcomes on C&I activities (JCA-CIT-I-067). He highlighted the last ITU test events, the outcomes of the discussion of the TL recognition procedure, new ITU-T test specifications and relevant changes which have been done in the living list and list of pilot projects.

[JCA-CIT action] This document was taken for information.

2. Mr Denis Andreev (TSB) presented the outcomes of ITU Regional Workshop for CIS “ITU Virtual Laboratory for Remote Tests of Equipment, New Technologies, and Services” which took place in Moscow (Russia) on 10-12 November 2014 (JCA-CIT-I-064).
He noted that SIP-IMS profile is widely used for connecting user equipment to IMS platforms on the fixed and mobile networks. Telecom operators (participants of the Workshop) expressed their interest in creating unified requirements and testing specifications for terminal equipment (TE) on SIP-IMS basis in the RCC region. For this reason, participants proposed to establish an alliance of operators in RCC region which can use the ITU-T Recommendations on SIP-IMS profile as basic requirements to TE.
[JCA-CIT action] This document was taken for information. TSB was asked to follow up the RCC activity on this matter.
3. Mr Martin Brand (Chairman of JCA-CIT) presented the living list of key technologies which are suitable for conformance and/or interoperability testing (JCA-CIT-I-063) and reference table of ITU-T Recommendations to be tested for conformity/interoperability (JCA-CIT-I-062);
[JCA-CIT action] JCA-CIT proposed ITU-T SG11 to update relevant documents accordingly. The relevant LS will be forwarded to ITU-T SG11.
4. Mrs Eva Ibarrola (Spain) gave a presentation on draft Recommendation Q.Int_speed_test. She highlighted the framework, unified methodologies of Internet speed measurements and key issues which are under study.

[JCA-CIT action] The presentation was taken for information. Mrs Eva Ibarrola is going to keep JCA-CIT informed of progress of this activity at the next JCA-CIT meetings.

5. Mr Martin Brand (Chairman of JCA-CIT) delivered a presentation on Conformity assessment of ICT equipment based on SIP-IMS profile against ITU-T Recommendations (JCA-CIT-I-061)

Mr Martin Brand highlighted that the requirements to SIP-IMS profile are available in 3GPP TS 24.229. Bearing in mind that SG11 is developing testing specifications for SIP-IMS profile, Martin Brand highlighted that the relevant 3GPP standard should be endorsed to SG11 and approved as ITU-T Recommendation. Mr Hideo Himeno mentioned that for the time being 3GPP is not in the list of SDOs qualified according to ITU-T Recommendation A.5 and therefore those standards can’t be referenced in ITU-T Recommendations. Mr Stefano Polidori (SG11 Advisor, TSB) mentioned that the current practice is to reference 3GPP standards via the ETSI equivalent, as normally 3GPP standards are endorsed by ETSI. He would check whether is possible to start a qualification process according to ITU-T A.5 for 3GPP. After the meeting, Mr Polidori informed JCA-CIT Secretariat that 3GPP is not a legal entity. This is a requirement to obtain A.5 Qualification. Therefore 3GPP cannot be qualified under ITU-T  A.5 and the current practice to reference the ETSI equivalent standards will have to continue.

Also, Mr Patrick Luthi asked the presenter to send the LS to IMTC informing them on the planned work of SG11 on SIP-IMS conformity assessment.

[JCA-CIT action] The document was taken for information. JCA-CIT decided to forward the relevant LS to IMTC.

Finally, Chairman of JCA-CIT highly appreciated all ITU-T SGs for their activities in C&I and invited liaison officers to inform participants about C&I issues which are under study in SGs. He emphasized that JCA-CIT will continue to assist SG11 to follow up a living list of key technologies suitable for conformity and interoperability testing and for running pilot projects directed to the conformity assessment against ITU Recs.
The Chairman also asked other interested parties to collaborate more active and to contribute inputs to the next JCA-CIT meetings.
