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1. Opening from JCA-CIT Chairman
The sixth meeting of the ITU-T Joint Coordination Activity on Conformity and Interoperability Testing (JCA-CIT) took place in ITU Headquarters in Geneva on 27 April 2015 during ITU-T SG11 meeting (22-29 April 2015).

It’s necessary to note that 70 participants have registered at the meeting. The full list of registered participants is available on the web.
The meeting started at 11:30 and was chaired by Mr Martin Brand (Chairman of JCA-CIT, AT1, Austria) and assisted by Mr Denis Andreev (Secretariat of JCA-CIT, TSB).
2. Approval of the agenda
The Agenda of the meeting was approved without changes and it can be found at JCA-CIT-I-076 (reproduced in Annex 1). Meeting documents relevant to the meeting can be found at the JCA-CIT web source (reproduced in Annex 2).
3. Brief reports about the implementation of the ITU C&I Programme

1. Mr Denis Andreev (TSB) delivered a presentation on a brief overview of the implementation of the 1st and 2nd pillars of the ITU C&I programme (JCA-CIT-I-073). He highlighted the key outcomes, including: test events, pilot projects, TL’s recognition procedure, Internet speed measurements, living lists and new standardization activities on conformance testing (e.g. SIP-IMS, benchmarking, etc.).

[JCA-CIT action] After presentation, there was a comment from Mr Riccardo Passerini (BDT). He mentioned that the specialists from ARB countries participating in the last C&I training course held in CERT (Testing Laboratory in Tunis, ITU Partner for C&I activities) expressed the interest to the ongoing activities which are related to the Internet speed measurements and TL’s recognition procedure. They were invited to join ITU-T SG11. This document was taken for information.

2. Mr Riccardo Passerini (BDT) delivered a presentation on the activities conducted in the framework of Pillars 3 and 4 of the ITU C&I Programme (JCA-CIT-I-074). The document refers to the capacity building activities conducted on regional basis for training experts on C&I issues, in collaboration with regional partners. The document also refers to the assistance provided to developing countries and assessment studies conducted on a regional basis for establishing C&I regimes. Guidelines on C&I finalised by ITU, as well as, the main outcome of WTDC-14 on C&I were also presented.
[JCA-CIT action] The information was noted by the meeting.
4. Discussion of incoming Liaison statements (LSs)
Chairman presented the list of incoming liaison statements which have been submitted for information. This list includes the following LSs and related actions:
· Incoming LS from ITU-T SG15 – “LS/i on an Implementers' Guide for Recommendation ITU-T G.9801 (Conformance and interoperability tests for OMCI-EPON) [from ITU-T SG15]” (for information) JCA-CIT-I-068;
[JCA-CIT action] Chairman informed participants that ITU-T SG11 decided to send a reply to ITU-T SG15, asking to keep ITU-T SG11 and JCA-CIT informed about any news and updates on this topic. The LS was taken for information.
· Incoming LS from ITU-T SG15 – “LS/i/r on living list of key technologies (reply to SG11-LS055) [from ITU-T SG15]” (for information, for SG11 action) JCA-CIT-I-069;
[JCA-CIT action] Chairman informed that the relevant actions have been fulfilled by ITU-T SG11. The revised living list will be made publically available on the dedicated web page http://itu.int/go/key-technologies. The LS was taken for information.
· Incoming LS from IMTC – “LS/i/r on conformity assessment on ICT equipment based on SIP IMS profile against ITU-T Recommendations (reply to JCA-CIT LS17) [from IMTC]” (for information) JCA-CIT-I-070;
[JCA-CIT action] During the discussion of the LS, Chairman gave a brief presentation on a new project on standardization of SIP-IMS conformity assessment, which started in ITU-T SG11. He noted that the goal of the project is to develop the missed standards for conformity assessment of IMS-based equipment which can be used on the fixed networks. The interested parties were invited to this activity in ITU-T SG11. Chairman mentioned that the details about this activity are available in the ITU-T SG11 working documents — presentation TD 219 GEN/11, work plan TD 218 GEN/1. Also, he mentioned that SG11 has already send a reply to IMTC which contains the details of the current activities of ITU-T SG11 on this issue. There were no objections. The LS was taken for information.
· Incoming LS from ITU-T SG2 – “LS/i/r on Mobile Number Portability conformity testing against ITU-T Q.Suppl.4 (reply to SG11-LS055) [from ITU-T SG2]” (for information, for SG11 action) JCA-CIT-I-071;
[JCA-CIT action] The Chairman commended the LS, saying that it shows a good example of market driven technology which is proposed for conformity assessment. The LS was taken for information.
· Incoming LS from ITU-T SG2 – “LS/i on progress status on the pilot project for ITU-T M.3170 series conformance testing [from ITU-T SG2]” (for information) JCA-CIT-I-072;
[JCA-CIT action] The LS was taken for information.
5. List of official liaison officers

Chairman informed participants that there are some changes in the management team of ITU-T SG11. In accordance with these changes Chairman proposed to update the list of representatives of ITU-T SG11 in JCA-CIT. The revised list is available in the JCA-CIT-0-012.
6. Discussion points according to JCA-CIT ToR (JCA-CIT-I-012)
According to JCA-CIT ToR participants discussed several items which were related to C&I activities:
1. Mr Kaoru Kenyoshi (Vice-chairman SG11) delivered a presentation about APT/ITU C&I event (JCA-CIT-I-075). This is the 3rd event which is jointly organized by ITU and APT. The goals of the event are to promote ITU-T activities on C&I among countries in the Asia-Pacific region, assist APT member to figure out their C&I issues and find the potential solutions. The event will be held back to back with the ASTAP-26 meeting on 7-8 September 2015. All interested parties have been invited to the event.
[JCA-CIT action] As IMS testing may be one of the topics of this event, presenter kindly asked Mr Martin Brand to give advices on SIP-IMS conformity testing, if any, during preparation to this event. The presentation was taken for information.
2. Regarding the maintenance of a living list of key technologies suitable for conformity and interoperability testing and ongoing pilot projects directed to the conformity assessment against ITU Recs, Chairman informed about key updates which were done during ITU-T SG11 meeting. Also, he highlighted the new pilot project on conformance testing of Mobile Number Portability (MNP) which had been started at the ITU-T SG11 meeting (22-29 April 2015).

Finally, Chairman of JCA-CIT highly appreciated all ITU-T SGs for their activities in C&I and invited liaison officers to inform participants about C&I issues which are under study in SGs. He emphasized that JCA-CIT will continue to assist SG11 to follow up the implementation of the first two pillars of the ITU C&I Programme.
The Chairman also asked other interested parties to collaborate more active and to contribute inputs to the next JCA-CIT meetings.
