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1. Opening from JCA-CIT Chairman
The eighth meeting of the ITU-T Joint Coordination Activity on Conformity and Interoperability Testing (JCA-CIT) took place at ITU Headquarters in Geneva on 1 July 2016 during the ITU-T SG11 meeting (27 June – 6 July 2016).

It’s necessary to note that 42 participants have been registered for the meeting. The full list of registered participants is available on the web.
The meeting started at 11:15 and was chaired by Mr Martin Brand (Chairman of JCA-CIT, AT1, Austria) and assisted by Mr Denis Andreev (Secretariat of JCA-CIT, TSB).
2. Approval of the agenda
The Agenda of the meeting was approved without changes and it is available in JCA-CIT-I-120 (reproduced in Annex 1). Meeting documents relevant to the meeting can be found at the JCA-CIT web source (reproduced in Annex 2).
3. Brief reports about the implementation of the ITU C&I Programme

Mr Denis Andreev (TSB) gave a presentation on the current ITU-T activities on C&I and relevant outcomes of the implementation of ITU C&I Programme. He provided a brief overview of the ITU C&I portal (www.itu.int/go/citest).

Among results, which he highlighted, are: Conformity Product Database, test events, pilot projects, ITU-T CASC, including the ITU T’s recognition procedure, Internet speed measurements, living lists and some standardization activities on conformance testing (e.g. VoLTE, SIP-IMS, benchmarking, etc.).

[JCA-CIT action] Participants appreciated TSB for provided details.

4. Discussion of incoming Liaison statements (LSs)
The Chairman presented the list of incoming liaison statements which have been submitted for action and information (see Annex 2). After presenting all these documents the Chairman highlighted that as the meeting of JCA-CIT was taking place during the SG11 meeting (27 June – 6 July 2016) all these documents have been already discussed at the particular WPs of SG11. Bearing in mind that there were no additional comments, it was agreed to take all of these LSs for information.
5. List of official liaison officers

The Chairman informed participants that there are no changes to the list of official liaison officers in JCA-CIT (the current list is available in JCA-CIT-0-012).
6. Discussion points according to JCA-CIT ToR (JCA-CIT-I-012)
Chairman of JCA-CIT presented the Progress Report which highlights the common results of the JCA-CIT during the Study Period 2013-2016 (JCA-CIT-I-119).

In his report he highlighted the following results:

· During this Study Period JCA-CIT was very active in fostering coordination for every activity involving conformity assessment and interoperability testing which were undertaken in ITU-T. Main role of JCA-CIT was to support SG11 in its role of Lead Study Group on C&I issues in ITU‑T;
· JCA-CIT was very active in promoting ITU-T C&I activities involving experts from other SDOs and was instrumental in initiating discussions with ETSI TC INT’s experts which led to the approval of a framework for collaboration among SG11 and ETSI TC INT. The two groups are regularly organizing joint meetings since 2015 and at this meeting ETSI TC INT is hosted by ITU-T SG11 in Geneva;
· Also, during the first meeting, JCA-CIT agreed to extend the list of conformity assessment approaches for testing ICT products against ITU-T Recommendations, as follows:

· conformity assessment of ICT's equipment (signalling protocols, interfaces, codecs, etc.);

· conformity assessment of Telecommunication Services;

· conformity assessment of system/network/equipment performance (benchmarking);

· conformity assessment of QoS/QoE/NP.

· In addition, JCA-CIT was involved in the discussion of the necessity to start a new work item on Internet speed measurements according to the outcome of the discussion on the contribution (C44) submitted to SG11. Having discussed some inputs about remote testing and the quality of broadband Internet access services, JCA-CIT encouraged relevant SGs to start developing a unified methodology of Internet speed quality measurement usable by end-users (see report – Annex 1);
· JCA-CIT was also very active in supporting SG11 to initiate the discussion to establish a test laboratories recognition procedure in ITU-T. This effort resulted in the establishment of the conformity assessment steering committee (CASC) which organizes during this SG11 meeting (28 June 2016) its second official meeting and which is now progressing collaboration with IEC on the subject;
· JCA-CIT was also instrumental in initiating and maintaining:

· Living list of suitable ITU-T Recommendations on key technologies for C&I testing (www.itu.int/go/key-technologies);
· List of Pilot projects for conformity assessment against ITU-T Recs
(www.itu.int/go/pilot-projects);
· Reference table of ITU-T Recommendations under C&I testing in the industry
(www.itu.int/go/reference-table);
Note: the above lists are now regularly updated and maintained by Question 11/11 of ITU-T SG11.
Bearing in mind all the above as well as the discussions which took place during the meeting, the Chairman suggested to close JCA-CIT because JCA-CIT’s objective to support SG11 in its Lead SG role on “test specifications, conformance and interoperability testing” is considered accomplished. He expressed the idea that SG11 can now efficiently coordinate all issues related to the implementation of the C&I Programme, including cooperation with the external bodies, through its ITU-T SG11 Question 11/11.
[JCA-CIT action] Participants supported the Chairman’s proposal. The Progress Report has been sent to ITU-T SG11 for information and action.
