If you are visiting The Gambia, your passport 
should be valid for the proposed duration of 
your stay. 

ENTRY VISA 

Nationals of Economic Community of West 
African States (ECOWAS) Commonwealth 
Member Countries and holders of diplomatic 

or service passport do not need a visa to 
enter The Gambia for a period not exceeding 
ninety (90) days when in possession of a valid 
Travel Document.  

Non-ECOWAS and commonwealth 
nationals need Entry clearance before 
travelling to the Gambia.

PURA will facilitate the application process 
for all delegates and send them the entry 
clearance before they can travel to the 
Gambia. The following MUST be provided 
to PURA to apply on their behalf.  

I. A copy of passport. 
II. Flight itinerary.  

III. A payment of D7000 ($110) upon 
arrival at the airport. 

All the supporting documents must be 
emailed to protocol@pura.gm. The 
deadline to email documents is 3rd March 
2023. 

AIRPORT DEVELOPMENT AND 
SECURITY FEE 

A compulsory Airport Security Fee must be 
paid upon entering and exiting the country. 
The fee is D1000 ($20) for entering and 
D1000 ($20) for exiting. This will be 
collected via marked kiosks in Banjul 
International Airport.  

ARRIVAL AT THE BANJUL 
INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT AND 
PROTOCOL ARRANGEMENTS. 

A team of Protocol officers will be present at 
the Banjul International Airport to welcome 
the delegates and transport them to their 
respective hotels. Delegates are requested to 
share flight itinerary which should include 
flight number, date and time of arrival and 
date and time of departure with the host. The 
contacts details are as follows:

HEALTH PROTOCOLS 

If you’re fully vaccinated 
Fully vaccinated passengers do not require a 
negative PCR COVID-19 test to enter The 
Gambia.  However, you must show proof of 
vaccination. 

To be considered fully vaccinated you 
must: 

 have had both doses of a two-dose 
COVID-19 vaccine and the second 
dose must have been received at least 
two weeks prior to arriving in The 
Gambia, or 

 have had one-dose of the Johnson and 
Johnson COVID-19 vaccine at least 

two weeks prior to arriving in The 
Gambia. 

If you’re not fully vaccinated 

Non-vaccinated or partially vaccinated 
passengers will require a negative PCR 
COVID-19 certificate, taken no more than 72 
hours before arrival, to The Gambia Ministry 
of Health officials. 

If you’ve had COVID-19 in the past year 

Entry requirements for The Gambia are the 
same for all travellers, regardless of whether 
you have tested positive for COVID-19 in the 
past year. 
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OTHER INFORMATION 
INSURANCE 

The Conference delegates are encouraged to 
arrange their travel insurance that covers both 
health and accident.  
 

CURRENCY AND FOREIGN 
EXCHANGE SERVICES 

The Gambia uses the Dalasi. It is also 
possible to change currencies in hotels in The 
Gambia. Although the currency rates often 
fluctuate with a smaller margin. The current 
exchange rate as of 22nd November 2022, is 
as follows:  1 Euro to 61.73 dalasi; 1 dollar to 
59.62; 1 Pound is to 69.75 Dalasi.
