The ITU is pleased to announce the availability of Space Network Systems Online Service: an annual subscription service which provides Online access to the Space Network database System of the ITU Radiocommunication Bureau. The database contains notices concerning space radiocommunication services submitted to the Bureau for:

co-ordinationcoordination of assignments to stations (either RR1060, RR1107 or Resolution 46 of the Radio Regulations as appropriate);

seeking agreement for assignments to stations (Article 14);

registration (recording) assignments to stations in the Master International Frequency Register �(Article 13).

This Online service is available on the ITU It can be accessed v World Wide Web site. In addition to a brief overview of the Radio Regulations pertaining to space services and general information containing statistics, a database diagram, tables and the APS4 notice forms, a powerful database query system allows the user to navigate through the Space Network Systems. of the ITU Radiocommunication Sector. Predefined special queries may be used to retrieve data based on specified input parameters. A reference data query system gives access to reference tables and descriptions of data used in the system. 

Presently the database contains numeric, textual and graphical information pertaining to geostationary satellites (over 1500), non-geostationary satellites (200) and earth stations (6300).

The ITU-R Space Network Systems Online Service allows to keep in touch with the fast-moving and complex world of international space radiocommunication. The Service is Itan essential reference for government agencies, public and private telecommunication operating agencies, manufacturers, scientific/industrial entities, international organizations, consultants, technical colleges, universities, etc.

The service is fully described overleaf. Please note that it is licensed for a certain number of authorized users within your organization. The terms and conditions for single-users and for organizations with a number of authorized users are given in the enclosed ITUITU Licence Agreement, which has to be concluded prior to obtaining access to Space Network Systemss Online.

1.	Introduction



The ITU-R Space Network System has been accessible Online, ““free of charge””, during a trial period which started on 25 November 1996 and will terminate on 31 July 1997. The ITU is transforming this service into a new priced subscription service named ITU-R Space Network Systems Online.

The ITU-R Space Network Systems Online service is, as from 1 AugustApril 1997, accessible only to subscribers. More than 8’000 space radiocommunication stations are already available. The database is updated on a bi-weekly basis to reflect the changes.

2.	Format and structure

The interface to the Space Network Systems dDatabase is organised in the following way:

Overview of the Radio Regulations:�	terms;�	procedures;�	revisions.

General Information about Space Network Database:�	scope and volume of data - statistics on APS4 notices by categories;�	statistics on APS4 notices by years and administrations;�	structure of the database;�	database tables and the notice forms.

Data Base Query System:�	list of all geostationary, non-geostationary or earth stations;�	list of specific geostationary, non-geostationary or earth stations;�	specific geostationary, non-geostationary or earth stations;�	all frequency assignments notified to a geostationary, non-geostationary or earth station;�	all emission information of a geostationary, non-geostationary or earth station;�	all coordination information of a geostationary, non-geostationary or earth station.

Special Queries:�	frequency slots: distribution of frequencies in a range (band) used for space services;�	list of satellites using frequencies in the range above;�	list of: beams, frequencies, bands and class of stations for satellites specified by the user;�	list of geostationary satellites by longitude and publication;�	list of earth stations associated with a satellite beam.

Reference Information:�	reference tables: symbols and descriptions used by BR;�	database diagram and navigational paths in the database.

Results of the queries may be printed using the browser print function. One may download the results to its local PC for further processing using a utility Iw-Rocket developed at ITU. The utility allows the user to create its local database in Excel 5.0™, MS-Access 2.0™, dBase III™, dBase IV™ or Foxpro™. Other formats may be added as required. A free copy of this utility is accessible through the ITU-R Space Network Systems Online Service. 

3.	Access

This Online sservice is accessible via the World Wide Web of the Internet at (http://wwwgold.itu.int/publications.�

)For access to theWorld Wide Web, a browser with forms support, e.g. Netscape Navigator™ or Microsoft Explorer TMMosaicTM is required. All details for individual access including World Wide Web will be given when subscribing. The ITU-R Space Network Systems is a priced publication.  An access key will be provided only after receipt by the ITU of payment and of the signed Licence Agreement and subscription form (see 5 below).

4.	Subscription period

Subscriptions are made for a period of twelve months starting from the date on which the ITU provides the access key(s) (passwords).

5.	Licence Agreement and Copyrights

The ITU continues to retain its copyright and related rights on Space Network  Systems Online. Reproduction is permitted only as stipulated in the Licence Agreement (see Annex)(see Annex). Customers interested in any other reproduction or use of ITU publications in any form whatsoever, in particular for any direct or indirect commercial purpose, should contact the ITU Sales Service to apply for a special authorization.

6.	Future developments

It is the ITU’s intention to extend progressively the availability of electronic ITU publications by further developing and expanding this service. All subscribers will be informed of such service enhancements, as they become available.

1.	Parties

The parties to this Licence Agreement (“Agreement”) are the “Customer”, as licensee, and the International Telecommunication Union (“ITU”), as licenser. This Agreement, once received by the ITU with the customer's signature, shall become effective between the parties on the day the access key(s) is(are) provided by the ITU.

2.	Service DESCRIPTION

The Online Service (“Service”) provided by the ITU to the Customer is subject to the terms and conditions of this Agreement and includes: 


a)
	Online access to “Space Network Systems”; 


b)
	a “User guide” in computer-readable and printable format;


c)	
an “Access Key” which protects access to the Service; and


d)
	a “Helpdesk” service that can be contacted by the Customer for assistance if required.

3.	Definitions

3.1 	Customer and Authorized User

In the context of this Agreement, the following meaning shall be attributed to the following terms:


a)
	Customer is either a natural person or an entity with its own legal status of whatsoever nature, having signed this ITU Licence Agreement.


b)
	Authorized User is a person designated by the Customer to access the Service.

3.2 	Types of Licence

The Licence Agreement may be established for either a single-user or multi-user licence, in conformity with the terms and conditions of this Agreement.

a)	Single-User Licence: 	access to Space Network Systems Online is authorized by a single user.

b)	Multi-User Licence: 	access to Space Network Systems Online is authorized for multiple users with access keys provided for each Authorized User. The names of the Authorized Users must be specified in the Subscription form at the end of this Agreement of which it forms part.

4.	Licence coNDITIONS

The Customer receives from the ITU a non-exclusive and non-transferable licence for use of the Service by each Authorized User, subject to the terms and conditions set forth in this Agreement. The Customer �acquires no copyright or ownership rights to the Service or its contents whatsoever, or any portions thereof, and all such rights remain with the ITU.

a)	The Customer may use the Service until the termination of this Agreement (see Article 9 below).

b)	The Customer may permit each authorized user to download and print the results of queries copies of the Space Network Systems Online, or any portion thereof, within the physical premises where the authorized user has its office, for use as stipulated in the Copyright Notice (see Article 5 below).



c)	Any use of the Service is limited to the Customer alone and does not extend to subsidiary/parent �corporations or sub-contractors, or to any other related or affiliated entities.

d)	Downloading or posting the information into a public access network database is strictly prohibited.


	
The Customer shall not sell, sub-licence, rent, or lease the Service or any portion thereof.

�5.	COPYRIGHT NOTICE

The publications of the International Telecommunication Union (ITU) are protected by international copyright and trade law. Their contents or parts thereof may not be duplicated for sale or outside distribution by the Customer, but may be used by the Customer:

a)	to further the work of the ITU or of any standards body developing related standards;

b)	to provide guidance for the Customer’s product or service development and implementation; and 



c)	to serve as support for documentation associated with a product or service of the Customer. 



This Copyright Notice may be revised or replaced by the ITU at any time and the ITU shall so notify the Customer of any such revised or new Notice.



6.	Limited warranty

The ITU warrants that the Space Network Systems System Online and the User Guide are properly available on the Service.

The ITU does not warrant that the operation of the Service, or the chosen method of access by the user, will be uninterrupted or error free.

If the Customer is unable to use the Service, it must provide the ITU with a detailed description of the �problems encountered within 90 days of receiving the access key(s). If the situation cannot be remedied, the ITU will return the whole or part of the payment made by the Customer, whatever is, in ITU’s judgement, the fair and adequate solution.

Although the Service has been prepared using reasonable standards of care, and while there are no indications or reasons to believe that there exist inaccuracies or defects in the Service, the ITU Disclaims all other warranties, either express or implied, including but not limited to implied warranties of merchantability and fitness for a particular purpose, with respect to the product.

7.	No liability for consequential damages

In no event shall the ITU be liable for any damages whatsoever (including, without limitation, damages for loss of profits, business interruption, loss of information, or other pecuniary loss) arising out of the use of this Service, even if the ITU has been advised of the possibility of such damages.

8.	Subscription period

The subscription period and thus the duration of this Agreement are for one year starting from the date on which the ITU provides the access key(s) to the Customer by mail. Access key(s) will be provided by the ITU only after receipt of this signed Licence Agreement and payment of the price of the subscription.

9.	Termination

The Service automatically terminates at the expiration of the subscription period unless the ITU receives from the Customer, one month before the end of the subscription period, the payment for another year. In that case, the subscription period and the duration of this Agreement will automatically be prolonged for precisely one more year. However, the ITU has the right, at its discretion, not to renew this Agreement and shall inform the Customer accordingly. The ITU also reserves the right to terminate unilaterally this Agreement at any time if, in its judgement, the Customer has failed to comply with any of its material provisions; it shall inform the Customer of such termination.

10.	Settlement of disputes

Any dispute between the Parties concerning the implementation or the interpretation of this Agreement, which cannot be settled amicably between them through mutual negotiations, shall be finally settled by a sole arbitrator to be nominated at the request of either of the Parties by the Court of Arbitration of the International Chamber of Commerce, Paris, France. The place of arbitration shall be Geneva and the language of arbitration shall be English.

The arbitration shall be carried out in accordance with the Rules of Conciliation and Arbitration of the International Chamber of Commerce of Paris at present in force. Besides, and only supplementary to the provisions of this Agreement, the applicable law shall be the Swiss substantive law, with the exception of the provisions of the Swiss Federal Law on Private International Law of 1 October 1987. The Decision of the Arbitrator shall be final and binding upon the Parties and any appeal or recourse to any court or tribunal shall be excluded.
