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After describing the physical properties and morphology of the ionosphere, the remaining chapters of the Handbook deal with ionospheric propagation, or the influence of the ionosphere, according to the frequency band of interest; namely, at VLF below about 500 kHz, at frequencies beween about 150 and 1700 kHz, at HF, and at VHF and higher frequencies. Considerable importance is placed on propagation prediction methods. The text is supported by numerous references to relevant technical literature.
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
