At the last Working Parties meetings, which were held from 27-30 November 1995 for Working Parties A/1 and B/1, and from 4-7 December 1995 for Working Parties A/2 and B/2 and the Special Rapporteurs’ Group, Progress Reports were presented and the outlines for the Final Report of each Question were discussed. Brief Rapporteurs’ Reports will be presented to the meeting in three working languages.  I would like to reiterate that the meeting will concentrate on the contents of the draft guidebook or guidelines, and on the drafting of any Recommendations that are being called for.  These manuals are bound to be bulky documents, and will be presented to the meeting in their original language for comments.  At the meeting we hope to provide a summary of two or three pages in French and English.





Contributions to the work for each Question are invited.  These will be submitted to the relevant Rapporteur and Associate Rapporteurs in time to be included in the draft guidebook or draft guidelines.  Late contributions will not be presented to this meeting, but will be considered for inclusion in the next draft of the guidebook or guidelines, which will be presented for approval to the Study Group meeting in October 1997.  You are encouraged to send us an electronic version in the following format:  3.5” diskette (preferably) or otherwise 5.25”, MS DOS operating system, indicating the word processing software used.





Interpretation will be provided in French, English and Spanish during the Working Parties meetings, and in French and English during the Rapporteurs’ Group meetings.
