1.1	Problems to be addressed :





Cellular radio systems are now an established part of many telecommunication networks throughout the world, giving access to mobile communications to millions of subscribers. Knowledge in developing countries about this important technology is rather limited.





1.2	Situation after completion of the programme:

1.3	Programme benificiaries :





	The beneficiaries are the Telecommunication Organizations in developing countries and their staff. The programme will provide them with manuals and handbooks on the planning and engineering aspects of mobile cellular radio, and telephone systems. In this framework, the programme will also provide training programmes for engineers of developing Administrations.








2.	DEVELOPMENT OBJECTIVES





	The programme will prepare, through Study Group 2 and with the assistance of external experts and BDT staff, manuals that would assist in planning and engineering of mobile cellular radio telephone systems; using manuals and handbooks, train engineers from developing countries in the planning and engineering aspects; compile software tools for planning and engineering and provide training programmes on such software tools; assist Administrations in the development of mobile cellular radio telephone systems infrastructure and in the transfer of related know-how. Pilot training programmes will be implemented by BDT staff and consultants at the regional level, with fellowships given to LDCs from the BDT budget and possibly from external sources. Training and dissemination of manuals and handbooks will then be ensured at country level by national entities.





To achieve the development objectives, the following actions will be taken:


	


1.	development of planning methodology by Study Group 2 (refer to Question 2/2);


	


2.	further development of manuals and training material on planning and engineering, guidelines and related software and documentation;


	


3.	organisation of regional and national training courses on both planning and design of systems to provide engineers of interested Administrations with the proper guidelines and manuals to plan and engineer a mobile cellular system;


	


4.	assistance to participating countries by way of workshops/seminars/manuals and guidelines/use of software, as required, to develop competence in this field; this normally includes direct assistance in planning projects under initial guidance of BDT staff or consultants;


	


5.	transfer of relevant software and documentation to interested Administrations.
