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1.	Introduction


Annex 1 to Resolution 532 (WRC-97) contains principles for replanning studies for revising the Regions 1 and 3 broadcasting-satellite service (BSS) and Feeder link Plans.  Principles 7 and 8 in this Annex, reprinted below, require that the integrity of the Region 2 Plans be ensured, as well as ensuring compatibility between the BSS in Regions 1 and 3 and other services in all three Regions.





“7.	Ensure that the integrity of the Region 2 Plans and their associated provisions is preserved, by providing the same protection to the assignments contained in those Plans as is now received under the relevant provisions of the Radio Regulations, and by not requiring more protection from assignments in the Region 2 Plans than that currently provided under the Radio Regulations.


8.	Ensure compatibility between the BSS in Regions 1 and 3 and services having allocations in the planned bands in all three Regions.”


In order to carry out the intent of the principles outlined above, it is necessary to determine how to ensure compatibility with other services sharing the band, including specifying the criteria to be used, as well as what systems are to be taken into account. 


2.	Views


2.1	Criteria


For the Regions 1 and 3 replanning studies (or any subsequent revision of the Plans), the current criteria in Annexes 1 and 4 to Appendices S30 and S30A should be used. Region 2 should not be impacted. 





2.2	Systems to be protected


Region 2 FSS and BSS systems that have initiated the coordination procedure, or Plan modification procedure, as appropriate, should be protected by any revisions of the Regions 1 and 3 Plans.  Similarly, in the other direction, Region 2 FSS and BSS systems that have initiated the coordination procedure, or Plan modification procedure, as appropriate, should not have to protect any revisions of the Regions 1 and 3 Plans.  As envisioned by principles 7 and 8 of Resolution 532, these other services that are currently undergoing coordination under the Radio Regulations should not be subject to new, retroactive requirements.


4.	Conclusions


It is important to ensure the continued integrity of the unplanned services in all three Regions during Regions 1 and 3 replanning studies, or actual replanning. This is particularly important given that the current replanning effort could result in doubling the capacity assigned in the Regions 1 and �3 Plans, and thus could have a more significant impact on Region 2 services than the revision of the Regions 1 and 3 Plans by WRC-97.
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
