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rights of associates

Introduction

ITU-2000 Recommendation R6 recommended that to increase participation by smaller entities in the work of ITU, a form of membership termed "Associate" should be established. PP-98 subsequently adopted a new class of member, the Associate.

Should ITU decide to admit an Associate in a particular Sector, the "Associate" should be defined by rights required for effective participation in the work of the Sector.

Australia proposes a draft new Resolution, Rights of Associates, for the consideration of RAG. The Rights of Associates is also being addressed by the ITU-T Sector, specifically in recent meetings of TSAG.

DRAFT NEW RESOLUTION ITU-R X-X

Rights of Associates

The ITU Radiocommunication Assembly,

considering

a)
Article 19 of the ITU Convention, 241A where: 


The assembly, or conference of a Sector, may decide to admit entities or organizations to participate as Associates in the work of a given study group, or subgroups thereof;

b)
Article 19 of the ITU Convention, 241B where:


An entity or organization referred to in ITU Convention Nos. 229 to 231, may apply to participate in the work of a given study group as an Associate;

c)
Article 19 of the ITU Convention, 241C, which states that:


In cases where a Sector has decided to admit Associates, the Secretary-General shall apply to the applicants the relevant provisions of this Article, taking account of the size of the entity or organization and any other relevant criteria;

d)
Article 19 of the ITU Convention, 241D which states that:


Associates admitted to participate in a given study group are not entered in the list referred to in ITU Convention No. 237;

e)
Article 19 of the ITU Convention, 241E which states that:


The conditions governing participation in the work of a study group, are specified in ITU Convention Nos. 248B and 483A;

f)
that there has been concern over the lack of Sector Member rights in the ITU-R Sector and that this may have an impact on the role of the Associates,

resolves

that in addition to the Associates being allowed to be members of subgroups of a particular Study Group (241A of Article 19 (CV)), they should also be allowed to participate in all Working Parties, Joint Working Parties and Joint Study Groups related to that Study Group;

that Associates shall be granted access to ITU TIES on an equitable basis for access to their chosen Study Groups and other Study Groups as required by the current work programme; and

3
that Associates shall not be involved in voting for, or approval of Questions and Recommendations.
