Introduction

This document is intended to seek the advice of RAG on the follow-up of Article 19 (CV) (as amended by the Plenipotentiary Conference) related to the admission of entities or organizations to participate as Associates in the work of ITU-R. Article 19 (CV) also indicates that the Radiocommunication Assembly should decide on such admission.

A draft Resolution has been prepared for consideration by RAG in view of its possible submission to RA-2000. The text takes into account the results of discussions on the issue held by TSAG at its last meeting (December 1999).

2
Regulatory framework

Relevant provisions of Article 19 (CV), Article 20 and Article 33 (CV) describing the principles for the participation of Associates are also relevant and included as Annex 1.

It appears that some difficulty may arise about the interpretation of Article 248B on the role of the Associate Members in the conduct of business of a Study Group as well as in the number of Study Groups which an Associate is entitled to join.

Conclusions of TSAG

At its last meeting TSAG reached the following conclusions:

–
an Associate should be entitled to join only one Study Group as indicated in ADD 241A (CV);

–
an Associate might act as a Rapporteur but should not be entitled to carry out any liaison activity on behalf of the relevant Study Group (see ADD 248B (CV));

–
Associates should be entitled to access all SG documentation required for their work.

TSAG also prepared draft Resolution ASO to be forwarded to the next WTSC (Montreal, 2000) which is included in Annex 2.

4
Proposals to be considered by RAG

It appears that the conclusions of TSAG are in principle also applicable to ITU-R. Therefore, a draft Resolution largely based on the corresponding ITU-T text has been prepared for consideration by RAG (see Annex 3).
