Proposal for a new approach to promote awareness and sale of ITU-R and ITU-T recommendations

Italy wishes to submit to the RAG and to the TSAG a proposal that it feels may be of interest to both, and would bring the greatest benefits if it were implemented by both advisory groups in a coordinated way.

The proposal is an enhancement of an idea that ITU-R Study Group 6 has developed and submitted to the RAG. Study Group 6 proposed to introduce a new class of official ITU-R texts, in the form of “guides” to recommendations on various subjects, intended to enhance general awareness of ITU-R recommendations, and their sale.

In summary, Study Group 6 proposed that each guide would cover a group of recommendations, relevant to one of the various areas of application or technologies addressed by a study group. The guides would be accessible free of charge from the web home page of that study group; they would thus help web browsers to identify the recommendations that they should download to obtain information on the subjects of their interest. 

We have taken this proposal one step further and are now proposing the following action to the RAG and the TSAG. 

1.
A database should be set up, freely accessible and prominently offered on the ITU web site.

2.
Each record in the database would correspond to one recommendation. It would contain the following information:

· the number and title of the recommendation;

· a short summary of the recommendation (e.g.: four lines of text);

· a number of keywords, chosen from a standardized dictionary, by which the database can be searched.

3.
Each study group would be responsible to provide appropriate summaries of all the existing and new recommendations in its purview, and to also provide the relevant keywords for each one of them.

4.
The CCV would be responsible to assemble and maintain the dictionary of keywords, based on the inputs from all the study groups.

5.
The BR or respectively the TSB would be responsible to cooperate with the concerned departments of the ITU, in order that the database is properly built and timely updated. 
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
