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Chairman, ITU-R Study Group 6

Proposal for a new category of texts of study group 6 
to be used as guides to its recommendations

Working Party 6R has considered Document 6R/18, which proposed to draft a new recommendation that could be used as a guide to the ITU-R recommendations on the use of film in television, in the BR-series.

Working Party 6R acted on this proposal and it drafted the new recommendation that is now submitted to Study Group 6 in Document 6/93
.

Working Party 6R thought that such an action should be gradually extended to cover all the recommendations in its responsibility, namely all those in the BR-series. The Working Party will undertake the appropriate action, starting from the September 2001 meeting of the Working Party.

Working Party 6R also thought that the Steering Committee of Study Group 6 should be made aware of this idea, since it seems applicable to recommendations in the responsibility of other working parties of Study Group 6.

The idea is, that such guides to various groups of recommendations, each one covering one of the various areas of application or technologies addressed by Study Group 6, should be accessible free of charge from the web home page of the study group. The guides would thus help web browsers to identify the recommendations that they should download to obtain information on the subjects of their interest. The guides would be a potentially powerful tool to promote awareness and sale of the recommendations developed by Study Group 6. 

Working Party 6R realised that recommendations are normally not available free of charge on the ITU web site. On the other hand Working Party 6R could think of no existing category of official ITU texts that could completely fill the stated promotional objective. Indeed, it may be necessary to invent a new category of ITU texts to serve that purpose in future. In the meantime, guides to recommendations could be provisionally issued as recommendations, on condition that they may be offered free of charge in a highly prominent position on the ITU web site.

The details of the implementation of such an idea will need to be debated with the ITU-R Secretariat, with Study Group 6 and its Steering Committee, and with the ITU web administrators, if Study Group 6 will provide its general endorsement to the concept.
