COOPERATION WITH REGIONAL/NATIONAL 
STANDARDS ORGANIZATIONS

Document RAG2002-1/2 proposes to establish working relationship with ETSI. Japan welcomes proposals to cooperate with regional/national standards organizations. However, there are a number of regional/national standards organizations in all the Regions and they are very active in developing standards in telecommunication fields. Therefore, Japan is of the view that this kind of relationship should be promoted not only with ETSI but also with other regional/national standards organizations.

Unfortunately, currently, ITU-R does not have any guideline to establish such relationship. On the other hand, ITU-T has recommendations for this purpose. These are:

Under these recommendations, a number of regional/national standards organizations are now having good working relationship with ITU-T. Therefore, Japan thinks that ITU-R needs to develop similar guidelines before any decision to establish a working relationship with a specific standards organization.
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
