Information meeting at cpm-2

Background
Resolution 72 (Rev.WRC-2000) resolves, pursuant to Resolution ITU-R 2-3 of the Radiocommunication Assembly on the CPM, to assist in ensuring that overview presentations of the chapters of the CPM Report will be made by the CPM management at an early stage in the CPM session, as part of the regularly scheduled meetings, in order to help all participants understand the contents of the CPM Report. 

In accordance with Resolution ITU‑R 2‑3 and Resolution 72 (Rev.WRC‑2000), ITU Council‑01 also supported information sessions at CPM-2 through Council recommendation. 

The information sessions are for the countries who did not attend working party and task group meetings of ITU-R for WRC agenda items, in particular, for developing countries and small administrations that found it difficult to participate in all the technical meetings.

During the discussion of the RAG correspondence group on the WRC/CPM process, some administrations proposed to hold the information sessions during the first three days allocated to CPM-2.

Proposal

The Republic of Korea gives support to have information presentations early in CPM‑2 and proposes specifically how to arrange them; when each working group (WG) of CPM-2 holds the first session, the session starts with information presentations. It means no ostensible difference in scheduling of CPM-2 compared with the last CPM-2 for WRC-2000, however, chairmen of WGs will arrange information sessions in his/her first session. We assume that at most two or three WG meetings will be held in parallel at this stage for a small delegation.

Our proposal will make information presentations be completed within a few days after the opening of CPM-2. Also, in the case of information presentations finishing early in the session of the WG, the WG meeting can continue the next agenda item in the session with interested participants, therefore, the main work of WGs can be started at an early stage in the CPM‑2, also. Such an arrangement will make CPM-2 more efficient and more effective.
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
