enhanced participation of private sectors in itu-r activities


1	Introduction


One of the important duties of the RAG is to consider measures to enhance participation of private sectors in ITU-R activities. This contribution aims to present a possible measure for this purpose.


2	Possible approach


ITU-R study subjects are currently expressed in the form of Questions. In order to create a new area of study subjects in which enhanced participation is expected from private sectors, it is suggested to define a different category of Questions. One possible approach may be to create a Study Programme which may be defined as follows:


"Study Programme


A statement of technical or operational problem, generally seeking a Recommendation, for the development of which enhanced participation is expected from Sector Members other than Member States."


It may be appropriate to convert some of the current Questions into Study Programmes. It seems appropriate to categorize non-regulatory study subjects dealing with radio system characteristics as Study Programmes. For this purpose, the above definition may require refinement. The Chairmen of Study Groups should be invited to submit a list of candidate Study Programmes to the forthcoming Radiocommunication Assembly.


If the concept of new category of Questions, e.g., Study Programmes, is acceptable, it may be appropriate to consider measures to increase participation of private sectors in the process of submission and approval of draft Study Programmes and the process of approval of draft Recommendations in response to them.


3	Conclusion


The RAG is invited to consider some measures to enhance participation of private sectors in ITU-R activities.
