QUESTIONS NOT BEING ACTIVELY STUDIED FOR REPORT TO THE RADIOCOMMUNICATION ASSEMBLY





1	Paragraph 7.1 of ITU-R Resolution 1-1 requires that the report from each Study Group Chairman to the Radio Assembly include a list of those Questions for which no input documentation has been received during the [previous] six-year period as referenced in paragraph 7.1. Further, paragraph 1.7 specifies that the Assembly shall delete any Question for which the results of studies have not been contributed during six years unless a member reports [to the Assembly] that it is undertaking studies on that Question and will contribute the results of those studies prior to the next Assembly or a revision of that Question is submitted [for approval].


2	As of February 1997, there are over 380 approved Questions, many of which have existed for a number of years without revision, and for which no contributions have been submitted. In order to improve the focus of Study Group work on the more urgent issues and improve the efficiency of the Sector's efforts, the long-inactive Questions should be purged by the Assembly in November.


3	To assist the Assembly in its review of Questions to be deleted under the provisions of Resolution 1-1, paragraph 1.7, it would be helpful if the Table of Questions submitted by each Study Group to the Assembly contain a column clearly indicating those for which no contributions have been submitted within the previous six-year period. Compiling the activity on each Question will require review of ongoing work of each Working Party. It would be appropriate for the RAG to request the Director to request all Working Party Chairmen to provide Study Group Chairmen with information on the activities with respect to the Questions under study for reporting to the Assembly.


4	Further, the United States believes that two consecutive meetings of the Assembly rather than six (6) years are sufficient to determine interest and study progress to warrant retention of a Question. Therefore, the United States suggests that Resolution 1-1 be modified to have Study Group Chairmen report the activity on each Question for the previous four (4) years. Unless a Member reports that it is actively undertaking studies and will make contributions during the next study period, Questions will be deleted if there are four or more years of inactivity.
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
