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Rapporteur on work programme and Study Group structure


Report to the fifth Meeting of the Radiocommunication �Advisory Group


1	Study Group structure


I made an extensive Report to the Second Meeting of the RAG (January 1995) describing the existing situation of the Study Group structure (Document RAG95/11). The conclusion at that time was that the structure established at the 1993 Radio Assembly proved adequate and efficient.


Since then ITU-R Study Group 2 was dissolved and the Special Committee on Regulatory/Procedural Matters was established during the 1995 Radio Assembly.


The existing Study Group structure proved appropriate and efficient to date. Work topics which involved several Study Groups were handled by:


•	Joint Working Parties (WP 10-11R, WP 10-11S, WP 4-9S and JWP 7-8R);


•	Joint Rapporteur Groups established by the relevant Study Groups or Working Parties (e.g. JRG 8D-9D on sharing, MSS and FS, below 3 GHz); and


•	Rapporteurs assigned by Study Groups or Working Parties which participate in Working Parties or Task Groups of other Study Groups (e.g. Working Party 4A assigned a Rapporteur to Task Group 1/3 for the topic on spurious emissions).


Depending on the issue one of the three methods proved adequate to handle the work.


2	Work programme


2.1	Work for conferences


As already described in my Report to the Second Meeting of the RAG, the workload on radio conference issues continued to be too heavy for the Study Groups involved. With a two-year conference schedule, the Study Group or the relevant Working Parties/Task Groups, have only little more than one year to respond to conference requests. It is an urgent issue to solve this problem.

2.2	Work on Coordination Areas


The study on Coordination Areas for earth stations of the FSS to coordinate with the FS - formerly handled by Working Party 4-9S - was given to Study Group 12 when it was newly established. When Study Group 12 (later called Study Group 2) was dissolved at the 1995 Radio Assembly this task was given to Study Group 1. At the recent meeting of Working Party 4-9S it was recognized that continuing studies on this issue (in particular non-geostationary satellite systems), considering the available expertise, should again be done in Working Party 4-9S. Study Groups 4 and 9 Questions were drafted accordingly. It is suggested that the 1997 Radio Assembly approves this proposal; in addition the RAG may give advice on this subject.
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
