RESOURCES FOR PROCESSING OF SATELLITE NETWORK�PUBLICATIONS IN THE Radiocommunication bureau





1	A review of the quarterly reports of the Bureau reporting on the lists of various satellite networks indicates the existence of a very large number of satellite networks. A more detailed examination indicates that there is a significant number of networks which have been received by the Bureau in a variety of categories that are awaiting publication. These include:


•	Appendix 4, Advance Publication


•	Appendix 3, Article 22, Request for Coordination


•	Appendix 3, Resolution 46, Request for Coordination


•	Appendix 3, under Article 13 and Request for Notification


•	Appendix 3, Request for Article 14 Coordination


•	Requests to modify Appendices 30 and 30A


2	In each of these areas there are significant backlogs. In addition, it is recognized that many of these proposed networks probably fall under the category of "Paper Satellites", and that many of these backlogs are attributable to submissions from a few administrations. Nonetheless all administrations with proposed satellites are affected.


3	It is clear that the Bureau does not have the necessary resources to deal with this workload, and that steps need to be taken to provide assistance. The Bureau should be commended for the job it is doing with the resources it does have. Contact with various satellite system proponents and operators has indicated a willingness to provide such support. However, it appears that there are administrative difficulties within the ITU/UN regulations which inhibit the use of such resources when they are proposed.


4	It is requested that the RAG ask the Director to provide guidance to administrations and satellite operators/proponents as regards what extraordinary methods can be used to provide immediate support to the Bureau in assisting it in addressing the above referenced backlogs.
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
