ITU-R and ITU-T Joint Standardization work on IMT-2000





Following the second meeting of the ICG for IMT-2000 (Narita/Japan, 13-14 February 1997) and the twelfth meeting of ITU-R Task Group 8/1 (Cheju/Korea, 18-28 February 1997), the following issues are brought to the attention of the RAG:


1	A joint meeting between ITU-R TG 8/1 and ITU-T SG 11 WP 3/11 participants took place on 21 February 1997 at Cheju/Korea, during the twelfth meeting of TG 8/1. Excellent progress was made in promoting a common understanding of the IMT-2000 service and security requirements as shown in the agreed liaison statement (see annex) to be sent by TG 8/1 to the concerned ITU-T Study Groups.


2	The second meeting of the ICG for IMT-2000 proposed dates for the fourteenth meeting of TG 8/1 and the third meeting of the ICG such that some overlap would be desirable with the meeting of ITU-T SG 11 allowing participants in the corresponding ITU-R and ITU-T Groups to develop joint activities. Further consideration of the ITU-R meeting schedule indicates that the fourteenth meeting of TG 8/1 could be scheduled for 4-15 May 1998 in Geneva (and not from 18�29 May 1998 as shown in the Report of the second meeting of the ICG for IMT-2000), while the ITU-T SG 11 would be meeting from 4-22 May 1998.


3	The twelfth meeting of TG 8/1 concluded successfully and prepared, among others issues, a comprehensive draft revision of Recommendation ITU-R M.816 ("Framework for services supported on IMT-2000") and a draft new Recommendation containing the framework for modularity and radio commonality within IMT-2000, reflecting the common understanding developed from the joint work with ITU-T SG 11. These draft Recommendations will be submitted to ITU-R SG 8 for adoption in June 1997 and final approval by RA-97.


As a consequence of the recent approval of Recommendation ITU-R M.1225 containing the guidelines for evaluation of radio transmission technologies (RTTs) for IMT-2000, the evaluation process of candidate RTTs will be starting very soon and the twelfth meeting of TG 8/1 decided to set up an evaluation group to carry out the functions described in the agreed evaluation process. The meeting also decided that a workshop would take place during the thirteenth meeting of TG 8/1 (Toronto, Canada, 8-19 September 1997) to provide for an informal exchange of preliminary information on the potential RTTs for IMT-2000.

IMT-2000 SERVICE AND SECURITY REQUIREMENTS


1	Services requirements for IMT-2000


At the joint meeting of ITU-R TG 8/1 and ITU-T WP 3/11 on 21 February 1997 in Cheju, Korea it was noted that the current work plan for IMT-2000 (formerly known as FPLMTS) within SG 11 is mainly covering circuit-switched and connection-oriented services. TG 8/1 has some concern that other required features such as support of packet data transfer, connectionless services, bandwidth on demand and adaptive bit rates are not appropriately covered. TG 8/1 understands that a phased approach has been taken and that only the first specification phase (supporting only circuit-switched services) is currently shown in the SG 11 work plan. TG 8/1 has therefore requested that their current work plan be extended, preferably no later than at the SG 11 meeting in September 1997, to reflect also activities related to the support of the full set of IMT-2000 services as identified in draft revised Recommendation ITU-R M.816 and ITU-T Recommendation F.115. However, in order to develop necessary information flows (stage 2 descriptions) and protocols (stage 3 descriptions) SG 11 requires stage 1 descriptions for those services.


Stage 1 service descriptions are therefore urgently required for these additional service requirements and it is not clear to TG 8/1 in which of the above addressed ITU-T SG's this work will be done.


This liaison is being copied to the Chairman of the ICG IMT-2000 so that this urgent matter can be brought to the attention of TSAG.


2	Security requirements for IMT-2000


Concern was again expressed by TG 8/1 members that the complex security issues of IMT-2000 are not appropriately handled within ITU-T, for example there is no Question in ITU-T's work plan that addresses IMT-2000-specific security matters (especially suitable authentication mechanisms and encryption algorithms). TG 8/1 is pleased to note that SG 11 has included security procedures in Q.FIF of the same types as in current second generation systems. However, additional and possibly different security mechanisms are required for IMT-2000, e.g. authentication of operators and service providers. The role of ITU�T SG 7 as the lead SG in ITU-T for security matters also needs to be taken into account.


This matter should also be brought to the attention of TSAG via the Chairman of ICG IMT-2000.


ITU-R TG 8/1 looks forward to close cooperation and liaison with appropriate ITU-T SGs in order to progress and complete the work on IMT-2000 specifications.
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
