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1	The work in preparing for a World Radiocommunication Conference within the context of a CPM could also be accomplished in part by Correspondence/Rapporteur Groups that could themselves in some circumstances, be considered lead groups. With the advent of email and the wide availability of facsimile machines, it would be possible to carry out at least certain preparatory work without having to hold some meetings, although perhaps one final meeting of a Correspondence/Rapporteur Group might be needed, coinciding with appropriate other groups (task groups, working parties, or lead groups for conference preparation). The terms of reference of a Correspondence/Rapporteur Group would have to be firmly established within a resolution of the Assembly, either associated with Resolution ITU-R 2-1 or a new resolution setting forth guidelines for Correspondence/Rapporteur Groups. 


2	Text that defines Correspondence/Rapporteur Groups and their authority, when they may be used, how they are facilitated (e.g. list servers, facsimile equipment, email, etc.), who may establish them, to which group they are able to report, and provisions indicating how they are terminated might be part of a resolution addressing Rapporteurs and their Groups. To this end, it is noted that the T-Sector has established guidelines for Rapporteur Groups which may be helpful as a model for development of appropriate guidelines for R-Sector Correspondence/Rapporteur Groups.
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
