amendments to the convention/constitution





1	The Chairman of the ITU-2000 Bureau, in the Secretary General's Circular-letter 61 of 22 October 1997, submitted draft amendments to the texts of the ITU Constitution and Convention, as instructed by Council in its Resolution 1112.


2	While, generally, all of the proposed amendments also affect the Radiocommunication Sector, some have a more specific impact on the operations of ITU-R, such as: 


•	the rights and obligations of Sector Members (ADD CS28A-C, ADD CV233A-C, MOD CV286 + 298);


•	the status of the RAG (ADD CV137A-F);


•	the participation of "Associates" in the work of a given study group (ADD CV241A, CV248A�B);


•	the adoption of questions and recommendations (ADD CV246A-C).


The proposed respective modifications are annexed for convenient reference.


3	The RAG may wish to provide some advice on these proposals, which the Director would forward via the Secretary-General to the ITU-2000 Bureau meeting at the end of January 1998.

Proposed amendments to the Constitution/Convention


1	Rights and obligations of Sector Members


ADD CS28A�
	3.	In respect of their participation in activities of the Union, Sector Members shall: (Recommendation R14/1)�

ADD CS28B�
	a)	be entitled to fully participate in the activities of the Sector and may provide Chairmen and Vice-Chairmen of Sector conferences, assemblies and meetings;�

ADD CS28C�
	b)	be entitled, subject to the relevant provisions of the Convention, to take part in the adoption of questions and recommendations and in decisions relating to the Rules of Procedure of the Sector concerned.�

ADD CV233A�
	A request from an entity listed in Nos. 229 or 230 above to become a Sector Member may be sent directly to the Secretary-General. Those Member States authorizing their entities to send a request directly to the Secretary-General shall inform the latter accordingly. (Recommendation R5)�

ADD CV233B�
	Upon receipt, directly from an entity, of a request under CV233A, the Secretary General shall, on the basis of criteria defined by the Council, ensure that the function and purposes of the candidate are in conformity with the purposes of the Union. The Secretary-General shall then, without delay, inform the applicant's Member State inviting approval of the application. If no objection is received from the Member State by the Secretary-General within [two months], the application shall be regarded approved. (Recommendation R5)�

	When authorizing direct application to the Secretary General by an entity under its jurisdiction, a Member State may also request him to consider the application as approved if no response to a request made under CV233B above is received within [two months]. (Recommendation R5)�

	The appropriate assembly [or conference] of a Sector may decide to admit an entity or organization to participate as an Associate in the work of a given study group following the principles below. (Recommendation R6)�

	Following a procedure developed by the Sector concerned, the Director of a Bureau may, in consultation with the Chairman of the study group concerned, invite an organization which does not participate in the Sector to send representatives to take part in the study of a specific matter in the study group concerned or its subordinate groups. (Recommendation R7/1)�

	An Associate, as referred to in CV241A, will be permitted to participate in the work of the selected study group without taking part in any decision-making or liaison activity of that study group. (Recommendation R6)�

	6.a)	Members of the Sector shall adopt questions to be studied in accordance with procedures established by the relevant conference or assembly, including the indication whether or not a resulting recommendation shall be the subject of consultation of Member States. (Recommendation R17)�

	b)	Recommendations resulting from the study of the above questions are adopted by a study group following procedures established by the relevant [conference or] assembly. Those recommendations which do not require consultation of Member States for their approval shall be considered as approved. (Recommendation R17)�

	c)	A recommendation requiring consultation of Member States shall be treated in accordance with either CV247 below or transmitted to the relevant conference or assembly. (Recommendation R17)�

	6.d)	Study groups may initiate action for obtaining approval from Members States for recommendations completed between two assemblies or conferences. The procedures to be applied for obtaining such approval shall be those approved by the competent assembly or conference. Recommendations so approved shall have the same status as ones approved by the conference itself. (Recommendation R17)�
