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COMMENT ON RESOLUTION ITU-R 5-2, "WORK PROGRAMME�OF RADIOCOMMUNICATION STUDY GROUPS FOR 1998-1999"


Resolution ITU-R 5-2, in its further resolves 6, states "that each Radiocommunication Study Group shall report to each Radiocommunication Assembly the progress that has been made in respect of each Question allocated to it with categories C1, C2 or S1".


A survey on the reports submitted to the 1997 Radiocommunication Assembly from the Study Group Chairmen reveals that no Study Group, except for one Study Group, reported the progress that had been made of each Question with categories C1, C2 or S1.


On the other hand, it is also noted that no administration complained about the failures of Study Group Chairmen in complying with the instruction of Resolution ITU-R 5.


The above fact may indicate that further resolves 6 of Resolution ITU-R 5-2 is not important. Therefore, as one option it is proposed that this provision be deleted.


Alternatively, if the RAG considers the above report important, further resolves 6 of Resolution ITU-R 5-2 should be modified as follows: 


"6	that the Director of the Radiocommunication Bureau shall make an arrangement so that each Study Group reports to each Radiocommunication Assembly the progress that has been made in respect of each Question allocated to it with categories C1, C2 or S1".
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
