Activities of the Radiocommunication Assembly

1.	Establishment, modification, termination of questions�
Can be carried out by correspondence. Need regular review but not every 2 years. If interval increased, may need mechanism for solving disputes. Could RAG be used?�
�
2.	Approval, modification and rejection of draft Recommendations�
As above. Compare practice in ITU-T. For WRC preparation, see items 8 and 12. �
�
3.	Consideration of reports of study groups�
Not necessary to link to WRC timing. Not necessary every 2 years, especially if mechanism is created to deal with urgent problems.�
�
4.	Approval of programme of work and determination of priority, urgency, financial implication, and timescales�
As above. For WRC-related activities, the WRC itself dictates timescales and the programme is established by the first CPM. Advice on work programme and priorities is within the current scope of RAG. �
�
5.	Establishment, maintenance or termination of study groups�
Not necessary to link to WRC timing or to review every 2 years. Urgent action may be possible by consultation by correspondence, with advice from RAG if necessary.�
�
6.	Allocation of questions�
As item 1.�
�
7.	Advice to requests from WRC�
Where relevant to specific study group, work could be allocated by CPM and results contained in CPM Report. For more general issues, RAG could advise on mechanism to be used.�
�
8.	Report to WRC on progress in matters that may be included in agendas of future WRC�
In practice, participants in the WRC are in a position to report. Relevant SG Chairmen (who may according to the CV participate in a WRC), and/or the Director, could also report.�
�
9.	Appointment of study group Chairmen and Vice-Chairmen�
Could be handled every 4 years (as ITU-T). There is already a mechanism to deal with retirements.�
�
10.	Adoption of working methods for SGs and RAG�
Not necessary to review every 2 years or link with WRC. RAG could deal (and has dealt) with working methods.�
�
11.	Adoption of working methods for CPM and SC�
As above. Direct links with the WRC (e.g. tasking the SC or changing the working methods to respond to WRC action) could be handled by the WRC itself.�
�
12.	Establishment of technical bases for WRCs�
In practice, managed by the CPM with output direct to Member States and WRC. Res. ITU-R 2-2 provides for material not formally adopted by study groups.�

Summary


Given:


a)	the role of the CPM in preparing for WRCs (not envisaged by APP-92 but consistent with project-orientated work as recommended by ITU-2000);


b)	the ability to work by correspondence and the increasing use of that mechanism;


c)	the feasibility of increasing the role of RAG (as envisaged by ITU-2000 (Recommendation 25), adopted by Council),


there is no compelling reason to hold the Radiocommunication Assembly in conjunction with a WRC, or to hold one every two years.
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
