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1	Introduction


Advance posting of input documents and Chairmen's reports by the BR on the ITU website has substantially facilitated preparation for Working Party and Task Group meetings. There remains a problem obtaining timely electronically readable copies of output and temporary documents from meetings. These documents fall into three general categories:


•	approved, completed documents that will be sent forward for the next step in the ITU�R process;


•	liaison statements sent to WPs, TGs, etc., as a response or for action; and


•	approved but incomplete working documents to be used in preparation for the next meeting.


It is these documents, and especially those in the latter category, that are the most valuable for preparation for the next meeting and are the most difficult to obtain. Currently, those documents appear only when the Chairman's report is posted.


2	Suggested improved handling


It would be helpful to participants if the BR could post output and TEMP documents on the website as soon as they are approved, taking into consideration the cost in doing so. They need not be held until the Chairman's report is written, which in some cases is delayed because of the volume of work.
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
