Dear Sir,

	As you are most certainly aware, the Kyoto Plenipotentiary Conference of the ITU adopted Resolution 18 relating to a Review of the ITU’s Frequency Coordination and Planning Framework for Satellite Networks with the aim of addressing a number of pressing issues in this field. In accordance with paragraph 4 of “resolves to instruct the Director of the Radiocommunication Bureau” of the said Resolution, a final report will be submitted for consideration at the World Radiocommunication Conference 1997. Some background material relating to this matter is being sent by mail for your information.

2.	The issues involved are of a complex nature and decisions which may be taken in the matter will most certainly have far-reaching implications. To safeguard the interests of all parties concerned, I believe it is essential that a maximum number of views be taken into account when finalizing my report for WRC-97.

3.	In cooperation with the Ministry of Communications of Brazil, Telecommunicações Brasileiras S.A. (TELEBRAS) and the Inter American Telecommunications Commission (CITEL) of the Organization of the American States, we are organizing the “Region 2 Forum on Resolution 18” in Brasilia, Brazil, from 7 - 9 August 1996. The draft agenda for the meeting is contained in Annex 1.

4.	The Region 3 Forum on the same subject took place in Seoul, Korea, from 29 to 31 May 1996 and its Final Report and input documents are currently available on the ITU�TIES servers (WWW, gopher, etc.). The Final Report of the Region 3 Forum is included in the background material being mailed out.







5.	The Region 2 Forum will be an ideal occasion to review the particular problems in the Region concerning satellite coordination and planning, and for discussing the various possible solutions to these problems. The Forum will no doubt provide participants less familiar with space matters with a greater insight into the current difficulties a number of administrations experience in gaining access to the orbit/spectrum resources. CITEL is also sending invitations to the Forum together with the announcement letter for its PCC III meeting to take place in Brasilia from 12 to 16 August 1996.  This will ensure wide representation as foreseen in Resolution 18 and will contribute to enriching the discussions. In this perspective, I can only urge broad participation at the Forum which is being generously organized and sponsored by the Ministry of Telecommunications of Brazil and TELEBRAS.

6.	General information about the venue of the Forum, contact person in Brazil, accommodation, etc. is contained in Annex 2. In order to make the necessary arrangements, it is requested that your intended participation and those of your representative(s) be advised as soon as possible by means of the annexed form (Annex 3).

7.	Written contributions to the Region 2 Forum are to be sent directly to the local organizer (see § 14 of Annex 2) well in time for processing and distribution. These Forum input documents will be distributed to participants at the first day of meeting. Contributors are kindly required to make available to the Forum Secretariat the electronic versions of their documents (preferably in Word for Windows 6.0 format).

8.	I look forward to meeting you or your delegates at the Forum and will be pleased to provide any further clarification on the substance of the review.
