	Further to the request of the Special Committee at its meeting on 3 February, 1997, I am providing herewith information concerning satellite networks submitted to the Radiocommunication Bureau for the application of the relevant procedures of Articles 11 and 13, Resolution 33 and Resolution 46.


	Annex 1 shows statistical information on the evolution of the number of satellite networks submitted to the BR for advance publication and coordination requests.


	Annex 2 is a list of GSO satellite networks in any of the phases of the advance publication, coordination or notification procedures. This list is arranged by administrations and, within an administration, by orbital positions. It is important to note that satellite networks are identified by their name as given by the notifying administration. Consequently a satellite network so defined corresponds merely to a “submission file” and the number of satellite networks does not necessarily coincide with the number of “independent” satellites.


	The column “status” provides information on the procedural phase of the networks as follows:


N	submitted for AR13 notification (recorded in the MIFR or under examination prior to recording);


C	submitted for coordination, AR11/C type special section published;


C*	submitted for coordination, not yet published;


A:	submitted for advance publication, AR11/A type special section published;


A*	submitted for advance publication, not yet published.


	The other categories of data requested during the meeting, such as frequency bands or operational lifetime are not included in the attached list. These data are not readily available for all the networks listed for all stages of processing. Nevertheless, the frequency bands used by those networks which have already been published can be determined from the “Space Network List” (SNL). As for the operational lifetime, there is a tendency towards longer notified periods. Values up to 50 years have been found in recent submissions.
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
