Comments on Documents submitted to SC4

1.	Introduction


	In this document we are providing comments on those documents that have been submitted only to SC4. Comments on the documents that have been submitted jointly to SC4 and SC5 are included in separate document for those groups. This document has been prepared and agreed within CEPT.





2.	AUS -Doc. SC4-3- Fees and Deposits


	The  previous document from LUX and UK considers these approaches and some additional views are given below. We recognize that the actual amounts of the deposits/fees are to be decided, but a further idea might be to have the amount of the deposit somewhat lower than has been suggested in both papers but to then forfeit the total deposit in the case of the network not being put into service within the required date.


	Another variation of the deposit/fee system would be to have an annual registration fee to the ITU for every satellite frequency  band in use by the network. This annual fee  would have to be paid starting from the start of the coordination process and would continue as long as the satellite is registered in the MIFR or still in coordination. This annual fee would be dependent on the width of the frequency band in use in the network.


	Another possibility would be to combine these two approaches by a deposit fee applicable to the BSS, FSS and MSS services as of the start of coordination and when the system is notified as having been brought into use the deposit would be returned, and as of that date the annual registration fee would be applicable as long as the network is registered.





3	AUS -Doc  SC4-4  Non Procedural Issues


	This document is similar to the LUX contribution in Doc 10, but there are some differences as noted below:


	-the need to suppress the status of the API needs to be reviewed;


	-the continuing role of BR in providing technical assistance;


	-the possible role of the RRB to judge the acceptability of requests for extensions;


	-the possible addition to the RR of an enabling provision permitting the formal delegation to satellite system operators to conclude coordination agreements.





4.	AUS -Doc SC4-5  Implementation of Decisions relating to Resolution 18


	This is the only document that treats the implementation of the financial decisions and it seems to be a reasonable approach. We agree that all other decisions can be made by WRC-97 with the adoption of suitable changes to the Radio Regulations and possible Resolutions.
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
