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COMMENTS ON SC-5 DRAFT REPORT


A short-t introduction with the mandate of SC-5 would be helpful.


Page 4, first bullet (« use of mechanisms to reward the administrations which employ the most recent technology systems »)


It is unclear how this could be implemented.


Page 8, last bullet before 2.2.3.6


This bullet should be suppressed since it is unclear what is proposed and for what purpose.


Page 8, first bullet in 2.2.3.6.4


This bullet should be suppressed since it is unclear what is proposed and for what purpose.


Page 8, last bullet in 2.2.3.6.4


The scope of this bullet should be extended to all types of NGSO network which are able to share with the GSO without coordination.


Page 9, Section 2.4, third and fourth paragraphs


A monitoring report cannot prove that an assignment has riot been brought into service.


An optical method does not provide information on which assignments are in use.


Section 3.2.4 First par, Fourth line


Resolution 110 provisions have been eliminated by WRC-95 from the simplified procedures. The part of this section referring to that resolution should therefore be suppressed.


Section 6.2.1

Section 6.2.2


The Last two sentences should be suppressed.


In addition, the Following text should be inserted after the present section 6.2.1 of the initial draft report, possibly, as a new section 6.2.2 called Restart of the API.


Concerning which technical parameters of a network should necessitate a restart of the API process the following proposal has been submitted. The main factor in examining this matter, could be that any modifications that change the fundamental character of the original network would require a new API. Thus the following factors could be used to determine when the API part of the process must be restarted:


(	any additions to the frequency bands for both GSO and NGSO networks.


(	for GSO networks, any change to the orbital position outside of the previously communicated service arc.


(	For NGSO networks, it is more difficult to define the possible changes, but one possibility would be that if the service area is changed from serving a continent or region to a world wide service. Another additional possibility would be if the satellite configuration changes by changing the number of satellites by more than [50] %:


(	changes of a purely, technical character such as a change in the PFD, type of modulation, different antenna characteristics, etc. should not require a restart of the API but be considered as changes which may be subject to changes in the coordination requirements.


In order to have the above procedure for GSO workable, it is necessary that, in all cases, the service area is defined by test points on the earth, so that a service arc, based on an agreed minimum elevation angle, can be calculated.
