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Identification of Current Resolutions


that could be reviewed or suppressed as a result of the work of WRC-97











This contribution is an attempt to summarize the analyses undertaken within the SCRPM in relation to current resolutions by previous WARCs or WRCs by identifying those resolutions which could be suppress as a result of the work of WRC-97.





Resolution 32





Resolution 32 relates to transitional arrangements on the conditions of use of assignments which were in use or intended to be used at the time of the entry into force of Appendix 30 Plans. The need to maintain this resolution 20 years after the establishment of these plans is doubtful.





Resolution 33





Resolution 33 relates to the provisions to be applied for the coordination, notification, examination and recording  of assignments to space stations in the BSS prior to the entry into force of the Plans in conformity with Resolution 507.





The procedures under this resolution have been effectively replaced by the simplified procedures, Articles S9 and S11. 





Resolution 34





Resolution 34 relates to the application of Resolution 33 to the BSS in the band 12.5-12.7 GHz in Region 3, and indicates the criteria to be applied to determine the need for coordination in this case. 





Consequential to the above proposal and since these criteria have been included in Appendix S5, there is no need to maintain this resolution.








Resolution 42





Resolution 42 contains provisions for the establishment of interim systems in Region 2. SC-3 work has shown that this procedure has serious disadvantages in relation to the protection of interim system vis-à-vis subsequent modifications to the Appendices 30/30A Plans and does not establish clear rules for coordination between such interim systems. This work has also shown that the procedures currently applicable, as well as the simplified modification procedures proposed by SC-3 (Article T4) can serve the same intent as Resolution 42, without the above mentioned disadvantages. 





Resolutions 106 and 109





These resolutions relate to the recording of the assignments in Appendix 30A (Orb-88) feeder link Plan for Regions 1 and 3,  and in the Master Register, respectively, at the entry into force of the Final Acts of WARC-Orb-88. There is no need to maintain it.





Resolution 506





Resolution 506 limits the use of the bands covered by the Plans of Appendices 30 and 30A (from 11.7 to 12.7 GHz) to space stations operated in the geostationary-satellite orbit. In the light of the emergence of NGSO systems capable of effectively sharing the spectrum/orbit resources with GSO systems ("Quasi-Geo", systems operating under RR 2613), review of this resolution is warranted.





Pending identification and establishment of suitable technical limits that would allow protection of the Plans and their subsequent modifications from interference by NGSO networks, suppression of this resolution could be envisaged.





Resolution 507





Resolution 507 calls for the establishment of Plans in the BSS, and the application of Resolution 33 in the interim period. Consequential of the suppression of Resolution 33, in view of the fact that planning of any band in any service can be decided by a WRC and the Council at the time they consider appropriate, this resolution could be reviewed.





Resolution 518





Resolution 518 instructs the Secretary General, when publishing updated versions of the Radio Regulations,  to adopt the latest status of the symbols of geographical areas. 





Resolution 519





Resolution 519 calls for a future competent conference to consider the possible application of regulatory provisions covering the operation of interim systems in Regions 1 and 3. Consequential to the rationale given above for Resolution 42, this resolution could be suppressed.





Resolutions 524 and 531





Resolution 524 and 531 are central to the preparation of WRC-97 Agenda Item 1.10. In particular, a number of issues are listed in Resolution 531 as requiring further study prior to WRC-97. Pending satisfactory outcome of WRC-97 concerning this Agenda Item, these resolutions could be suppressed.





Resolution 107





Resolution 107 contains transitional arrangements to protect some satellite networks for which Article 11 procedures had been initiated in the frequency bands subject to Appendix 30 B plan before the establishment of this plan. Pending verification that the status of these networks has been satisfactorily resolved since 1988, this resolution could be suppressed.





Resolution 110 





Resolution 110 (Orb-88) contains "Improved Procedures for Certain Bands of the Fixed Satellite Service". These improved procedures relate to the MPM concept (Multilateral Planning Meetings). WRC-95 suppressed the provisions in Article S9 (S9.56 to S9.57) dealing with MPM’s. In the report of  WRC-95 Committee 4 to WRC-95 Committee 6  (Doc. 275) where it indicated the decision to suppress S9.56 to S9.57, there was a note to delete Resolution 110, however, this point was not picked up by WRC-95 Committee 6 nor was it detected in Plenary. It is therefore proposed that Resolution 110 be suppressed.
