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1 - Introduction


	This document deals with the current views of the Brazilian administration in relation to the roles of several parties in the coordination process.





2 - Administrations 


	It seems that the role of the administration, as established in the world context, seem does not to need any modification. In other words,  all official contacts with the BR and the others administrations should continue to be done by  the agency representing the administration.


	Another task  of the administration is to follow-up the operators in the coordination meetings with the aim of concluding formal coordination agreements.





3 - Operators 


	The operators role shall be quite large in relation to technical aspects which include the necessary calculation to perform coordination. With respect to the possibility of delegating to operators the authority  to come to an agreement on behalf  of the administration, although it could help administrations in their tasks, it could bring about difficulties on the coordination process as one administration could have several operators involved in the coordination process with possibly conflicting interests .

4 - The Radio Regulations Board ( RRB )


	The main role of the RRB shall consist of the approval of Rules of Procedure, which include technical criteria, in accordance with the Radio Regulations and with any decision which may be taken by competent radiocommunication conferences.


	Besides its current tasks, the RRB should also decide about the acceptability of a request for extension on the date of entry into use, based on specific criteria such as launch delay. 





5 - Radiocommunication Bureau (BR)


	Even considering that the resources from the budget of the ITU will continue to be limited, the Brazilian administration is of the opinion that the BR should continue to carry out its role with respect to the processing and publishing data of satellite networks as well as providing assistance to administrations whenever requested.


	The BR  should be capable, with the support of administrations, if necessary, to develop ways in order to facilitate its tasks. One of these ways could be to encourage administrations to submit data in electronic forms using data format proposed by the appropriate ITU-R Study Group and approved by the Radiocommunication Assembly.


	With respect to the task of identifying, in some cases, which  administrations need to be involved in the coordination process, we would like the BR to continue to carry out this identification whenever there are not technical criteria  ready for use by administrations.


	Another task which should continue to be done by the BR is to carry out a technical examination and to indicate its finding in accordance with the Radio Regulations, in some cases, when coordination has not been completed.


	Therefore, in general we support the view that it is very important for administrations to continue to receive  technical assistance from the Radiocommunication Bureau.
