Working Party 4A: Efficient orbit/spectrum utilization

Introduction

The meeting of Working Party 4A was foreseen in the programme of the Radiocommunication Study Groups by the meeting of Study Group Chairmen and Vice-Chairmen in December 1998 (see Administrative Circular CACE/143).
