Introduction


The meetings of Working Parties 7B, 7C and 7D were foreseen in the programme of the Radiocommunication Study Groups by the meeting of Study Group Chairmen and Vice-Chairmen in November 1997.

ANNEX  2


Chairman's Report to Study Group 7


1	Results from Radiocommunication Assembly 1997 (RA-97) 


The RA-97 approved without modification the draft new and revised Recommendations submitted by Study Group 7. The Assembly also approved the work programme of Radiocommunication Study Groups for 1998-1999, including a number of Questions assigned to Study Group 7 [Doc. RA97/PLEN/68]. Additionally, the Assembly adopted modifications to Resolutions ITU-R 1, ITU-R 2 and ITU-R 38, which affect the working methods of the Study Groups and preparations for World Radiocommunication Conferences [Docs. RA97/PLEN/76 and 69]. Finally, the RA-97 designated Robert M. Taylor (USA), to be Chairman, Study Group 7, and Vincent Meens (France), to be Vice-Chairman, Study Group 7, and re-designated John Whiteoak (Australia) and Gerrit de Jong (The Netherlands) to continue as Vice-Chairmen, Study Group 7. 


2	Results from World Radiocommunication Conference 1997 (WRC-97) 


Decisions made by the WRC-97, based on the results of studies carried out by Study Group 7, and the other Study Group experts participating in sharing studies, include:


a)	Allocations for active spaceborne sensors in the following frequency bands:


1 215 - 1 300 MHz, 3 100 - 3 300 MHz, 5 250 - 5 460 MHz, 8 550 - 8 560 MHz, 9 500 � 9800 MHz, 13.25 - 13.75 GHz, 17.2 - 17.3 GHz, 35.5 - 36.0 GHz and 94.0 � 94.1 GHz.


b)	Re-allocation of services, including the fixed, mobile, inter-satellite, Earth exploration-satellite (passive) and space research (passive) services, in the frequency range 50.2 � 71 GHz.


c)	Allocation to the earth exploration-satellite and meteorological-satellite services from 401 � 403 MHz.


d)	Allocation to the space research service (space-to-space) from 410 - 420 MHz.


e)	Allocation to the meteorological-satellite service (space-to-Earth) (NGSO systems only) from 7 750 - 7 850 MHz.


f)	Allocation (worldwide) to the earth exploration-satellite service (space-to-Earth) from 8 025 � 8 400 MHz.


g)	Allocation to the Earth exploration-satellite service (space-to-Earth) from 25.5 - 27.0 GHz.


h)	Suppression of Resolutions 211, 643, 710 and 711.


These decisions suggest that an early review of certain Questions should be conducted.  Suggested Questions for review, and recommended actions are as follows:

The WRC-97 adopted Resolution 721 (WRC-97) (GTPLEN 1-3), which recommends the agenda for WRC-99.  The broad scope of this agenda gives a number of administrations some cause for concern.  It was also accepted by WRC-97 that, unless additional resources can be made available, both for WRC-99 itself and for the studies which must be completed prior to the conference, then the Radiocommunication Bureau may be unable to support all of the agenda items. So, in Agenda Item 8, one finds a number of issues which may or may not be considered by WRC-99, depending in the decisions of the 1998 ITU Council concerning the provision of additional resources.


As can be seen from Resolution 721 (WRC-97), Study Group 7 is required to address a number of issues that are recommended for consideration by WRC-99.


3	Study Group 7 Work Programme 1998-1999


After careful consideration of the need for budgetary constraint, and the need to provide a focused and dynamic response to WRC agenda items, it has been decided to re-assign the questions and appropriate WRC Resolutions in the following manner:

As can be seem from the above, all of the studies in preparation for WRC-99 will be managed in Working Party 7D.  The ongoing studies concerning Radioastronomy and Radar Astronomy will be conducted in a drafting group of Working Party 7B.  Studies involving experts from more than one working party of Study Group 7 will be conducted in Working Party 7D.


4	Inter-Study Group Work


Much of the work in preparation for WRC-99, and the studies concerning sharing with services other than the science services, will require coordination with other Study Groups or their component groups.


In consultation with the Chairman of Study Group 9, it has been decided to expand the remit of the existing 7B/9D Correspondence Group.  The work will now include, not only the urgent issue of sharing between space service systems and high density fixed systems in the frequency band 25.25�27.5 GHz, but also the necessary studies required to support WRC-99 agenda items relating to sharing between science service systems and fixed systems. The group is now established as Joint Rapporteurs Group 7D/9D.


The meeting schedule for Working Party 7D in the Spring and Fall of 1998 has been optimized to provide the maximum coincidence (overlap) with the meetings of Working Parties 4A and 9D. A number of sharing issues with these other Working Parties may be treated in joint meetings of the Working Parties or, in the case of 7D/9D, in the Joint Rapporteurs Group. The specific dates and times of such joint meetings will be decided later in consultation with the relevant group chairmen.


In order to ease the coordination with other Working Parties, it may be appropriate to appoint Rapporteurs with particular expertise (e.g., to WP 8D to discuss the introduction of mobile satellites into the 405-406 MHz band).


The Study Group will benefit from the appointment of Special Rapporteurs to Study Groups 4, 8 and 9, and to Task Group 1/5.


5	Initiative to the Development Sector


The work of Study Group 7 has long been regarded as somewhat arcane by many administrations, especially those of developing countries. In response to requests from the BDT, it has been decided to initiate the provision of presentation material concerning the work of Study Group 7. The material will be made available in English, French and Spanish, and will be presented at appropriate opportunities (e.g., WTDC, Africa Telecom etc.). Your Chairman has agreed to begin participating in Study Group 2 of the Development Sector, and a Question on the issue of Study Group 7's value to the developing countries has been prepared for your consideration prior to approval by correspondence.


6	Steering Group


Mr. Kimball (USA) and M. St. Etienne (F), retiring Chairman and Vice-Chairman respectively, were invited to remain with the Steering Group of Study Group 7 to provide with the benefit of their experience and wisdom in the coming years.  M. St. Etienne graciously declined, but happily, Mr. Kimball agreed to continue to serve on the Steering Group.  The Steering now comprises; the Study Group Chairman and Vice-Chairmen, Working Party Chairmen, the ITU-R Counselor and Mr. Kimball.
