Subject:	Correspondence Group on Digital LMS for Dispatch Traffic





The last Study Group 8 meeting (Geneva, 28th October 1996) discussed the draft new Recommendation ITU-R M.[8A/XB], ”Spectrum efficient digital land mobile systems for dispatch traffic” together with other related input documents and decided to refer them back to Working Party 8A for further consideration.  At its 6th meeting  (Geneva, 29 October - 7 November 1996) WP 8A considered input Documents 8A/67 and 8A/70 and created Drafting Group 8A-14 in order to review the contributions and to address issues which concern with the inclusion of the systems described in the input documents into the draft new Recommendation. Terms of Reference:





1.	The Correspondence Group is mandated by the chairman of ITU-R WP 8A to develop draft new Recommendation ITU-R M.[8A/XB]: “Spectrum efficient digital land mobile systems for dispatch traffic”.
