Introduction

Moreover, TG 8/1 would like to provide advice to the CPM on possible IMT�2000 frequency ranges that might be candidates.�In order for TG 8/1 to accomplish this task effectively, it is asked that all TG 8/1 members provide an indication of their current and planned spectrum usage in the general frequency range considered suitable for IMT-2000 at the 14th meeting of the group.�Members are thanked in advance for the information which will permit an early indication of the possibility of identification of possible worldwide spectrum, noting the statement in Recommendation ITU-R M.687-2 Section 3.3 Spectrum Requirements, that “… inclusion at least partly of worldwide common frequency should be considered as the first choice to enable universal access…”.
