IMPORTANT INFORMATION regarding new developments in the implementation of AAP  (see clause 2)


Dear Sir/Madam,

The World Telecommunication Standardization Assembly (WTSA-2000), which was held in Montreal, Canada, from 27 September to 6 October 2000, adopted a new approval procedure, entitled “Alternative Approval Process (AAP)”.  The AAP is set out in the ITU-T Recommendation A.8.

The AAP applies to Recommendations which do not have policy or regulatory implications, which therefore do not require formal consultation of Member States (see ITU Convention 246B and WTSA Resolution 37, Montreal, 2000).

After almost one year of successful implementation of AAP, certain practical adjustments are being made in order to improve the process.You are kindly invited to take note of the important information detailed below on developments in the implementation of AAP :

2.1
As advanced in AAP 21, the circulation of AAP Announcement paper copies will be stopped at the end of December 2001. The present AAP Announcement 22 is therefore the last one to be distributed in paper form.
