Characteristics of a fibre and cable with non-zero dispersion for wideband optical transport
Summary

This Recommendation describes the geometrical, mechanical, and transmission attributes of a single-mode optical fibre which has the positive value of the chromatic dispersion coefficient that is greater than some non-zero value throughout the wavelength range of anticipated use 1460-1625 nm. This dispersion reduces the growth of nonlinear effects which are particularly deleterious in dense wavelength division multiplexing systems.

This fibre can be used for both CWDM and DWDM systems throughout the wavelength region between 1460 and 1625 nm.
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
