Software tools for speech and audio coding standardization: 
List of software tools available
AAP Summary
ITU-T G.191 Annex A describes the ITU-T Software Tools (STL), which contains a high-quality portable C code library for speech processing applications.  This new release of the STL – dubbed STL2005- incorporates many changes has been prepared (software and manual), which have also been reflected in G.191 Annex A. The first revision deals with the current basic operators based on 32 bits accumulators and the addition of an alternative set of basic operators for 40 bits accumulators.  Besides this work on the basic operators and the corrections of STL2000 problems, new tools needed for the “super-wideband” (14 kHz) extension of G.722.1 and for the G.729Ev standardization works have been added.  These tools are: five new FIR filters, a reverberation tool, a frequency response measurement tool and a bit stream truncation tool.  The Packet Loss Concealment (PLC) algorithm in Appendix I/G.711 has also been included. Correction of several known bugs has also been implemented. The associated STL User’s Manual has also been updated.
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
