
Draft new Amendment 1 to ITU-T Recommendation G.728

Coding of speech at 16 kbit/s using low-delay code excited linear prediction: Revised Annex J, Variable bit-rate operation of LD-CELP mainly for voiceband-data applications in DCME
AAP Summary

Annex J to Recommendation G.728 (1999) defines a 40 kbit/s extension optimized for voiceband data signals of the existing Annex G/G.728 – 16 kbit/s fixed point specification.  At October 2002 SG16 Plenary meeting, inconsistencies in the gain compensation module of ITU-T G.728 Annex J have been reported (see COM 16-R.26), and corrections to solve these inconsistencies were proposed in COM 16-D.248, with additional editorial collections made by the group.  This Amendment to G.728 Annex J solves these inconsistencies.  Change marks are shown against in-force G.728 Annex J (1999).
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
