Draft revised ITU-T Recommendation H.248.2

Facsimile, text conversation and call discrimination packages
AAP Summary

This Recommendation defines a number of packages. The Call Type discrimination package monitors lines for signalling protocols used in the beginning of a session of data transmission for fax, text telephony or data. The text telephone/ text conversation packages define control of text telephones. The Fax packages define control of fax transmission. The Fax/Textphone/Modem Tones Detection package defines control over termination for the detection of signals from the fore mentioned devices.

This revision contains functionality to enable the media gateway to detect and discriminate call types without extensive signalling between a media gateway and media gateway controller. The support of Cellular Text Modem has also been added. This is to decrease call setup times. A number of corrections have been incorporated into the revision where property/event/signal identities have previously been duplicated. The format has also been editorially revised to align with the H.248.1 packages template.
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
