Semi-Permanent Connection Handling Package
AAP Summary

Semi-permanent connections are commonly used in today’s ISDN and X.25 networks. Semi-permanent connections are defined and used by ITU-T Recommendations Q.931 and X.31. These Semi-permanent connections are established via a man-machine interface. In a decomposed media gateway controller and media gateway architecture it is needed to be able to indicate the media gateway that a particular termination has been semi-permanently connected so that it may receive different handling to non semi-permanent terminations. H.248.21 describes a package to enable the media gateway controller to indicate to the media gateway that terminations and the connection between the "semi-permanent" marked terminations shall be treated as semi-permanent. 
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
