End-to-End Quality of Service (QoS) and 
Service Priority Signalling in H.323 Systems
AAP Summary

Quality of Service (QoS) is critical to H.323-based multimedia systems. In particular, H.323 QoS signaling is needed so that the endpoints can engage in QoS signaling and achieve necessary QoS. H.361 defines the H.323 QoS and Service Priority signaling for exchanging, negotiating and controlling QoS and service priority parameters among the H.323 entities in a call. These calls may involve multiple network operator domains, multiple service domains, and heterogeneous transport mechanisms. To support QoS, coordination with the network is essential and H.361 allows synchronization of H.323 call signaling and QoS signaling in the network.
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
